It is for that reason Stonewall National Museum, Archives, & Library is 
hosting a 2025 symposium focused on action at every level of our national education system. At a 
time when our government seeks to close down the Department of Education, ensure that gay, 
Black, woman, indigenous, minority, disabilities, trans, and other segments of our diverse 
population disappear from our lexicon, we must codify as much as possible the way to fight back 
and restore accurate, factual, and a broad based understanding of history to our nation, its 
schools, and its people. 
 
No one should be left out and no government should marginalize its citizens. 
 
As an organization our focus is on the LGBTQ+ community. Knowing that every community is 
represented in the LGBTQ+ world, it is an appropriate place to start. Every targeted group, every 
majority group is represented under the Rainbow Flag.  
 
The focus of this 3-day symposium is to create a national plan of action, to best serve students, 
families, and the public. To create a program that will demand media attention, which is 
immediately actionable, and that gives hope and courage to all those who are fearful and lost as 
the attacks persist.
