CHILDREN’S MINISTRIES 
(1st-5th Grade)

EASTER EGG HUNT AT MT. SINAI HOMES 
Children will plan an Easter Egg Hunt for 
the children at Mt. Sinai Apt. Homes and 
do an outdoor devotion.

HOSPITAL WAITING ROOM GIFT BASKETS 
This team of children will put together 
items in a basket for families with children 
in the hospital. They will deliver them to 
the hospital when finished.

YARD WORK - This group will help clean 
up a yard of a homebound adult.

COMMUNITY PROJECTS
CAR WASH FOR POLICEMEN - We are doing 
the car wash for the policeman again this 
year, but this time, we are doing it at the 
police station.

COOKOUT AT MT. SINAI APARTMENT 
HOMES - As we continue the ministry in 
this neighborhood we want to get to know 
the families. Join us as we plan a cook-out 
for this new area. We are hoping that Mt. 
Sinai Baptist Church will be able to partner 
with us. 
FA OIAM COMMUNITY GARDEN PREP- This 
team will prep and plant garden beds for 
the men at the lodge to take care of.

FIRESTATION VISITS WITH COOKIES AND 
PRAYERS - Teams will pack cookies and 
take them to 15 different Fire Stations, and 
maybe the EMS & Police Dept., and pray 
with them.Community Projects

JUVENILE DETENTION CENTER - Provide 
a craft project for the youth and a short 
devotional time. ADULTS ONLY due to 
confidentiality (6-7 people needed).

LAUNDROMAT PROJECT - Volunteers will 
provide supplies and quarters for the 
washers and dryers while fellowshipping 
with the people at the laundromat.

MINISTRY TEAMS - These teams will be 
part of the construction team but their 
responsibility will be to build relationships 
with the homeowner and share the Gospel 
of Jesus Christ.  

PRAYER MINISTRY – This team will travel 
to the different sites where we are 
working and pray for the safety of those 
working and that God’s love will be shown 
throughout. 

SPORTS MINISTRY CLINIC - This team 
will lead a sports ministry outreach at 
Mazarick Park for children from Margaret 
Willis School.  Adults will be needed at this 
project to make sure students are safe and 
to help with lunch. 

CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS
REPAIR PROJECTS - There will be 
construction/repair projects at different 
locations.

WHEELCHAIR RAMPS - Help build a ramp 
(there are many) for a person in need.

FAMILY PROJECT
FLOWER PLANTING - Families will be 
potting flowers and delivering the plants 
to homes in Snyder’s neighborhood.
