How to Complete and Return Your Absentee Ballot
Hi, my name is Andy Kurtz and I am the Village Administrator for the Village of Marathon City.
This video tutorial walks registered voters who have submitted an Absentee Ballot application and received them via mail from the Clerk’s Office.
To complete your Absentee Ballot you need to assure that you have a witness available to assist in the process.
When you open the outer envelope, a blank folded ballot and the return envelope will be inside.  Simply unfold the ballot, show the ballot to your witness so they certify that ballot is blank.  You are the voter can then complete the ballot, fold back up, insert the folded ballot the return envelope and seal the return envelope. 
Turn over the sealed return envelope and complete the required information.  First, you must sign and date the Certification of Voter in Box 3.  You witness then needs to complete Box 4 by signing, dating and providing their address.  If signatures or the address is missing the ballot will be rejected as invalid.  It is critical that you confirm you and your witness have completed Boxes 3 and 4 on the return envelope.  Once you have confirmed that you simply put the return envelope in the mail and it is delivered to the Clerk’s Office.
When the Clerk receives your ballot, it is logged online and stored until Election Day.  
You can check that status of your ballot by going to the https://MyVoteWI.gov website and  selecting the   My Voter Information box.  The boxes under the next election date will indicate the current status of your Absentee Ballot.
