How to Request an Absentee Ballot 
Hi, my name is Andy Kurtz and I am the Village Administrator for the Village of Marathon City.
This video tutorial walks registered voters through requesting on Absentee Ballot using the MyVoteWI.gov website.
Like voting in person, a photo ID is required for this process and will be submitted electronically through the MyVoteWI site.  So before you begin your application, take a picture of your valid photo ID with your cell phone and email it to yourself.  Save the photo from your email to your computer.  If you have a printer/copier/scanner attached to your computer you can simply scan ID and save it to your computer.  
The Village of Marathon City has created online resource page for absentee voting.  You can access the page by going to www.marathoncity.org .  The Main Banner page rotates between COVID-19 information and Absentee Voting Information.  Click on the Absentee Voting Information box and you will be taken to the Absentee Voting Page.  You can also enter https://myvotewi.gov in your address bar and you will be redirected to the site.
Once you access the MyVoteWI site, select My Voter Info.  Enter your First and Last Name and your date of birth.  Click the “Search” button.  That will take you to the My Vote Information page.  It will display your name, your registration status, your registered address and when the next election is.  Confirm the information is correct.  If it is not you can change your name or change your address by selecting one of those buttons.  That process is covered in a different video tutorial.
Click the “Request An Absentee Ballot” box located below the next election information.  The Request An Absentee Ballot page is displayed which shows your name and address.  Select “The above name and address are mine and are correct”.  Click “Validate Address and Continue” box.  You are then prompted to select which election or elections that you wish to receive Absentee Ballots by mail.  In this case I will select the “The Upcoming Following Elections:” and “May 12, 2020 – 2020 Special Election Representative in Congress District 7”.  I also have to check the box certifying that I am a qualified elect, a U.S. Citizen and at least 18 years old in addition to other voter requirements.  I then click “Request Ballot”.
At this point, I am prompted to provide a copy of my photo id.  Click “Add Files” and navigate to the file on your computer were you saved the photo of your ID earlier.  Once you select your photo file it is attached to the application.  Click “Continue” and your application is electronically submitted to the Village Clerks office.
The Village Clerk will review your application and mail your absentee ballot to the address you selected in the application.  You should receive your ballot within 3 to 4 business days of your request.  You can check that status of your ballot by going to the My Voter Information page.  The boxes under the next election date will indicate the current status of your Absentee Ballot.
