GETTING STARTED

ON TEST DAY

Visit the App Store to download the NBME Exam Delivery app.
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We recommend familiarizing yourself with the app before test day. You can find helpful information on the 
app’s home page:

Launching the exam on test day is as easy as:

1.	 Open the app and tap “Take a Proctored Exam” and “Yes” to enable Single App Mode.

	 w	 When enabled, you will not be able to access notifications or other apps on the iPad, and any apps  
		  previously opened are paused until you end your test or exit Single App Mode.

2.	Enter “Examinee Start-Up Code” provided by your proctor.

3.	Enter your biographic information.

	 w	 Date of Birth, Examinee ID, Workstation Number (e.g., enter first initial of first name and full last name),  
		  select security question.

4.	Follow prompt to launch exam.

�	“Required Configuration”  
	 explains that the app uses  
	 Single App Mode (Assessment  
	 Mode) to automatically lock  
	 and secure your test and how  
	 to enable it.

�	The “Sample Test” provides  
	 a tutorial on navigation  
	 features, such as highlighting  
	 and striking out, and a 10-item  
	 sample test to practice the  
	 app’s mode of touch  
	 technology.
