Each year SBCO applies a rigorous evaluation process to select students to receive scholarships of $3,000
per year for four-year degrees and $1,500 per year for two-year programs. SBCO established a Scholarship
Endowment Fund Program to increase the funding available for these scholarships. Only the interest earned
on donations is used to fund local scholarships. This allows donors to provide scholarship assistance to local
students for generations to come.
