 ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS and PROGRAM COST
Student must be ages 13 to 18 years old and enrolled in high school. 
 The Program is FREE due to the generous support of donors.



DRESS

PROGRAM OVERVIEW
The start of the 2022-2023 program for students will begin on September 7, 2022, with the virtual BFLDI Kick-Off Day. Sessions will follow in September with weekly sessions and monthly Saturday Leadership Institute workshops. The program will end June 2022. 


Saturday Leadership Institute workshops will be facilitated by professional women in the Southwestern Pennsylvania region who will expose participants to multiple facets of leadership, financial empowerment, STEM/STEAM related careers and topics, communication and problem-solving. Students will participate in nationally recognized leadership programs.


All participants will become members of the Girl Scouts of Western Pennsylvania and will form their own troop. Students will work towards badge completion through the 
Girl Scout curriculum.

Computer access and internet capability are required. The program will use Zoom and/or Microsoft Teams for virtual sessions.


APPLICATION PROCESS
The BFLDI program will accept applications on a rolling admission basis. Applications are accepted until the cohort is filled, so it is recommended that applications are submitted as soon as possible. Applicants will be contacted to schedule a date and time for a follow-up interview. All interviews will be conducted virtually. Students will be notified of the admission decision.
