For a safe return to the Oak campus, here are below a few important reminders: 
 

• Schedule: Expect, if you have received yet; communication from your child's homeroom 
teacher with specific schedule information. 

• School starts at 8:00 am. Doors will open for arrival at 7:45 am

Late arrivals: Please stay in your car until 8:20 am and a staff member will help you. After 8:20 am, please walk 
your child to the door. 
 
 



DISMISSAL: 
● The school day ends at 3:00 p.m. and we proceed with dismissal right away. All students should be picked up by 
3:30 pm. 
● All students wait in their homeroom for dismissal, dismissal is staggered. 
● Bus riders will be dismissed first, followed by walkers 
● Buses will load on the 69th street side of the building (Door B Playground) 
● Parent Pick up Walkers will exit on door C (SW door) 
● Students with permission to walk and bike riders will exit through Door D (NW 
entrance) 
● Car riders will exit through Door A (Main Entrance) 
● Students in the car rider line will be spaced safely in the hallway before exiting 
to their cars. 
 
NB: Parents of car riders, if you need a car rider sign, you may want to the office 816 361 7735. 
Please call also this number for any other information related to school matters. 
 
Early dismissal:  
If you need to pick up your child before the end of the day, please remain in your car and call the office when you 
arrive at 816-361-7735. Your child will only be called out of class once you are at the main door entrance. 
 
Food Service 
Individually prepared breakfasts and lunches will be available from our food 
service provider for students whose parents want them to eat at school 
● Breakfast will be grab-and-go bags available at each entrance 
● Lunches will be delivered to classrooms 
● Breakfast and lunch will be eaten in the classrooms 
● All students will wash hands before and after eating 
● Desks will be cleaned before and after lunch 
● All students will stay at their desks socially distanced to eat. 
● When possible, teachers may take students outside for lunch.
