Email images for consideration to columbiahillmanarts@gmail.com; large files can be
sent using WeTransfer.com (a free service). Images should be sent as a JPEG, with at
least 300dpi. If possible, format images to fit in a 21” x 18” rectangle. The signs will be
printed horizontally, with a banner at the bottom for the District and artists’ credit.

Selected artists will receive $200 for a limited use license. To be considered for the first
round, send your images by May 31. The deadline for Round 2 is June 21.
