Math Crew Club: Gunjovska (PK-2) Room: 15
Description: Join our fun math club! In our club students will have fun, develop their
knowledge and understanding of Math.

Math Kangaroo Joeys: Broccoli/Momberger (1-2) Room: 29

Description: Math Kangaroo club focuses on helping students develop a positive attitude
towards mathematics. Its primary goal is to cultivate a deep-seated appreciation for math by
making it engaging, challenging, and rewarding through the competition format. Math
Kangaroo club focuses not only on improving students' math scores but also on enhancing their
problem-solving abilities. Participants are exposed to a variety of word problems, logic puzzles,
and mathematical challenges that require critical thinking and creative approaches to find
solutions. By teaching new strategies for solving math problems and providing exposure to
different types of mathematical concepts, the club helps students gain confidence in their
mathematical skills.

Running Club: Burgess (6-8) Room: 10 (or Pavilion when weather permits)

Description: This club is oriented toward distance running, because that is my background as a
runner. (I ran a 4:48 mile, 10:21 2-mile, and 18:15 5K in high school.) However, we will not be
running for the entire 55 minutes of each session. We will make sure to stretch before and after
the runs to prevent injury. Time will also be allocated for announcements, and some workouts
will require rest intervals. We will also sometimes do relays as a fun activity, which naturally
means that only some will be running at a given time. Though no one will be denied entry into
the club based on ability, your child should be able to jog at least a mile if they want to get the
most out of it. Also, coming in with less running experience raises the risk of injury. |
understand that the heat makes running in the summer undesirable, but a little jog early in the
morning a few times a week will help a lot. Preparation will also help your child converse during
runs, which will allow them to get more of the social benefits that the club offers.

Spanish Explorers: Lucena (1-3) Room: 3 (This club will end on May 1)
Description: Spanish Explorers is a club designed for students in grades 1 through 3 to
introduce them to the Spanish language in a fun and engaging way. Through a combination of



animated films, children’s series, and short interactive lessons, students will begin to recognize
basic Spanish vocabulary, simple phrases, and cultural expressions that will prepare them for
formal Spanish instruction in fourth grade.

Each session will feature age-appropriate content such as cartoons and shows in Spanish with
English subtitles. The goal is to create a relaxed and immersive environment where children
begin to associate spoken Spanish with familiar actions, visuals, and storylines. After each
viewing, students will participate in brief, playful lessons focused on key words and expressions
from the video, reinforced through songs, repetition, and simple activities.

Sessions will be held once a week and will last approximately 60 minutes. The club is conducted
in both English and Spanish, using the English language as a bridge to help students understand
and feel comfortable with their first contact with Spanish. Over time, students will develop a
basic listening vocabulary, the ability to follow simple commands, and an appreciation for
Spanish-speaking cultures.

This club is ideal for young learners who are curious about languages and will benefit from early
exposure in a low-pressure setting. Spanish Explorers provides a gentle, enjoyable path into
language learning, helping students build confidence and enthusiasm before they begin their
daily Spanish classes in fourth grade.
