What is included in Campcadia ? 

Each student will receive an original Titan’s Chaos Corner t-shirt and lanyard. Breakfast and 
lunch will be served each day. This course provides an invaluable service to incoming Titans and

Where should students be dropped off? 
The drop off area is in between the gym and auditorium on the Southwest side of the campus.

How do students register for Campcadia ? 
Step 1: ​ Go to Arcadia High School Homepage 
Step 2: ​Scroll down to "Find it Fast" and Click on the Webstore 
Step 3: ​ Log in as a Parent or Student as indicated on the payment portal screen 
Step 4: ​Choose the student you are registering (if you have multiple students in the system) 
Step 5: ​Choose "Shop Items at Student's School" 
Step 6: ​ Under Categories Choose "Student Activities" 
Step 7: ​ Choose "Campcadia " and go to Checkout 
Step 8: ​ Confirm your purchase and follow the prompts 

 

Registration and payment must be made by going to the Webstore. Once all information has been 
completed, please be sure to include the student's name and t-shirt size. Registration can only be 

done online, no payment will be collected onsite. 
 

*Although we will not turn anyone away, the fee will increase to $100 starting July 1st. 
Please register by midnight of May 31st to receive the $50 rate. June 1st, rates increase to $75.  

 

Is Campcadia eligible as a tax credit? 
Unfortunately Campcadia is not eligible as a tax credit. 

 

What if the student has a food allergy or doesn’t like what’s offered? 
Students who do not wish to eat the provided meals are welcome to pack and bring their own 

breakfast and lunch. Titan Leaders can store their meals in a safe place. All meals are pre-ordered 
ahead of time and cannot be altered.
