1. Administrative Business and Coalition Updates
Emily Haines opened the meeting at 2 PM. Dr. Schwab proceeded with introductions and approval of the March 2023 minutes.  Michael Seserman motioned to approve the March minutes in the chat. 

1. Presentation 
Dr. Schwab presented on HPV Vaccine Updates.  He presented data about HPV vaccine uptake in NJ, vaccine hesitancy, and recommendations to improve vaccination coverage among adolescents.  Zachary Ehrlich from NJDOH VPDP commented that the Adolescent Data Brief should be available soon.  Michael Seserman from ACS asked if data was available for children receiving HPV vaccine by age 13.

Yareni Sime, MPH, presented on the HPV and Cancer Prevention Initiative at the Partnership and results from student surveys following HPV education.  She is currently looking to partner with pediatric providers to improve HPV vaccination coverage and assist with reminder/recall campaigns. Her email is ysime@pmch.org.  
Emily Haines provided an update of the EMIC Working Groups.  The EMIC Community Education provided education on HPV in March with Atlantic Health System. The Community Engagement working group started a LinkedIn page for the EMIC members to communicate and share resources between quarterly meetings and the coalition currently has 150 members. 

Jeni Sudhakaran from NJDOH asked if EMIC meetings would be returning to in person and suggested we survey members to check interest of meeting in person vs. virtual. Iris-Novas Cooney from Horizon shared that she can be contacted regarding questions on the renewal for Medicaid coverage.
