\" / saw many profound

il changes in the church and
in the world. He lived through the Nazi regime in Germany and served briefly in the
Second World War. As a younger theologian and priest he witnessed first-hand the
discussions of the Second Vatican Council. As a professor and then as an Archbishop

he lived in a divided Germany but saw too the fall of the Berlin Wall and the
reunification of his homeland.

Pope Benedict was one of the greatest theologians of his age - committed to the faith
of the Church and stalwart in its defence. In all things, not least in his writing and his
preaching, he looked to Jesus Christ, the image of the invisible God. It was abundantly
clear that Christ was the root of his thought and the basis of his prayer.

In 2013 Pope Benedict took the courageous and humble step to resign the papacy,
the first Pope to do so since the fifteenth century. In making this choice freely he
acknowledged the human frailty that affects us all. In his retirement in Rome he has
led a life of prayer and now he has gone to the eternal rest granted by the Father. In
his life and ministry Pope Benedict strove to direct people to Christ. May he now rest
in Christ’s peace, and rise in glory with all the Saints.

It is in this special Christian
vocation that we can understand the second of the most important commandments, ‘You shall love

your neighbor as yourself.

As we strive to live the Gospel and are responsible to reproduce God’s actions of love in our world, it
is important to remember God’s preferred people- “the least of these”. And do for them all that we can
to alleviate and improve their conditions knowing that one day our King and Savior will remind us of

the things we did for others.

As we begin 2023, I invite you to be open to God’s grace and to be faithful in loving all, especially “the

least of these”.

About Holy Baptism:

“In the tradition of the Episcopal Church, baptism is full
initiation by water and the Holy Spirit, into the Christian
faith and life. People often ask about the cost of baptism.
It's both free and priceless. Baptism is also God's free gift
of love. Through baptism one becomes a member of Christ's
Body, the Church.

Baptism is not agreeing to an intellectual proposition; nor is
it joining a club or social organization. It is incorporation in God's own life. In
baptism we are assured of acceptance as God's children and are marked, claimed,
and made Christ's own forever. Something so important deserves careful and
deliberate preparation and commitment.

The Episcopal Church teaches that infants, children, and adults may be baptized.
Baptismal vows are made on behalf of infants or young children by their parents
and sponsors. Older children and adults make their own promises. Because baptism
is the outward and visible action that connects a person to God in a covenant
relationship, it belongs in public worship, rather than private ceremony. As such,
baptisms are offered in the context of the Holy Eucharist. At the service, members
of the congregation renew their own baptismal vows and welcome the newly baptized
into the community of faith."

Ever Had Lunch with the King of England?

One of our very own, Brian Davies, has!

When King Charles Ill of England was still the Prince of
Wales and Brian Davies was a newly qualified Sub-
Lieutenant, serving as the Navigator on a guided missile
Destroyer in the British Royal Navy, the then-Prince
Charles came aboard Brian’s ship, and as one of the
officers, Brian greeted the Prince and had lunch with him
and fellow
officers.

Here is

what Brian Prince Charles and Lord Mountbatten come aboard
remembers of

the Prince at the luncheon: He was very courteous,
and he expressed his awareness and appreciation for
all the preparations made for his visit. Everything had
to be polished and spotless. Brian was the designated

duty officer who was charged with making sure all

Lunch in the Wardroom with Prince Charles went jUST as Plan ned.

Later in his naval career, Brian was the Communications Intelligence Officer on a nuclear
submarine, the Warspite, during the cold war with Russia, and spent many hours deep in the ocean
observing Soviet Navy operations in the Barents Sea. One of his duties was to monitor Russian
communication, for which Brian was chosen, due to his ability to quickly learn the Russian
language.

Brian says that his most memorable time on the Warspite was when she had an underwater
collision with a Soviet submarine. In the obituary of Rear-Admiral, John Hervey, who was
commanding the submarine, the collision was described as follows: In the early hours, one night
in October 1968, the nuclear powered submarine Warspite was creeping submerged across the
floor of the Barents sea, close behind a Soviet Echo-class submarine. Quite unexpectedly, the
Soviet submarine shut down one of its propellers causing the Soviet boat to slow. Suddenly, there
was “an awful bang, crushing and scraping”, alarm bells rang and red lights flashed while Warspite
rolled on to her starboard side and passed under the Soviet boat. As she bobbed upright again, she
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once more struck the Soviet boat and was flung back on her side. Quick and expert actions by the
submarine’s crew, resulted in the emergency surfacing of the Warspite and the prevention of the
nuclear reactor from shutting down. The Soviet submarine also had surfaced. On the surface in
the dark both submarines eyed each other for a few minutes, but when Hervey overheard on the
radio that the Soviet boat was not in danger, he ordered the Warspite to dive. Both the Soviet and
British submarines were damaged, but the Warspite was able to be
repaired. At the time, the story was given out that Hervey had collided
with an iceberg, though a dockyard matey remarked when he saw the
Soviet paint which had stuck to the Warspite’s fin, “It's amazing how
paint comes off a lump of ice.”

Kathy says one of her most vivid memories, of this time, was how badly
Brian and his clothes smelled when he came home after two months at
sea in a submarinel

Brian served in the British Royal Navy for twenty-two years

Brian now is busy being a dedicated, hardworking member of Christ
Church, with a kind word and a joke for all, and as you probably know King Charles Il is rather
busy being the King of England.

nuclear, el Warspite, durante la guerra fria con Rusia, y pasé
muchas horas en las profundidades del océano observando las operaciones de la Armada soviética
en el Mar de Barents. Uno de sus deberes era monitorear la comunicacién rusa, para lo cual Brian
fue elegido, debido a su capacidad para aprender rdpidamente el idioma ruso.

Brian dice que su momento mas memorable en el Warspite fue cuando tuvo una colision submarina
con un submarino soviético. En el obituario del contraalmirante, John Hervey, que estaba al mando
del submarino, la colisién se describié de la siguiente manera: En las primeras horas, una noche de
octubre de 1968, el submarino de propulsién nuclear Warspite se arrastraba sumergido en el fondo
del mar de Barents, muy cerca de un submarino soviético de clase Echo. Inesperadamente, el
submarino soviético apagé una de sus hélices causando que el barco soviético disminuyera la
velocidad. De repente, hubo "un estallido horrible, aplastante y raspado”, sonaron las alarmas y las
luces rojas brillaron mientras Warspite rodaba hacia su lado de estribor y pasaba por debajo del
barco soviético. Mientras se balanceaba erguida de nuevo, una vez méas golpeé el barco soviético
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y fue arrojada de costado. Las acciones rapidas y expertas de la tripulacién del submarino dieron
como resultado la aparicién de emergencia del Warspite y la prevencién de que el reactor nuclear
se apagara. El submarino soviético también habia salido a la superficie. En la superficie, en la
oscuridad, ambos submarinos se miraron durante unos minutos, pero cuando Hervey escuché en
la radio que el barco soviético no estaba en peligro, ordené al Warspite que se zambullera. Tanto
los submarinos soviéticos como los britanicos fueron danados, pero el Warspite pudo ser reparado.
En ese momento, se dio a conocer la historia de que Hervey habia
chocado con un iceberg, aunque un compafiero del astillero comenté
cuando vio la pintura soviética que se habia pegado a la aleta del
Warspite: "Es increible cémo la pintura se desprende de un trozo de
hielo".

Kathy dice que uno de sus recuerdos més vividos, de esta época, fue
lo mal que olian Brian y su ropa cuando llegé a casa después de dos
meses en el mar en un submarino.

Brian sirvié en la Marina Real Britdnica durante veintidés afos.

Brian ahora estd ocupado siendo un miembro dedicado y trabajador de Iglesia de Cristo, con una
palabra amable y una broma para todos, y como probablemente saben, el rey Carlos Il esta
bastante ocupado siendo el rey de Inglaterra.

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Mother Earth

Just as a mother, when she has given birth to her children, we are born on Earth; While we were
in her womb all was well because we were one with her; Between her and us there was a full
identity. When we gave birth, the mother waited with joy and longing for children who would feed
on her breasts, and who would sit at her table and receive the warmth of her lap, the bread of
her table, but sadness and pain have come to her when in exchange for that her children have
caused her wounds and misfortune: They have torn my clothes and destroyed and disgraced the
house I have so lovingly given them, muddied the ground and killed the animals I have placed in
their care. They cut down my forests, bled me, mercilessly exploited my resources, polluted my
rivers and seas. They have preyed on everything, without mercy and without thinking of theirs,

or my children who will be born in the future.?

These are land of my bowels, they are blinded by the brightness of the ephemeral, (power, having
and pleasure; what they created has turned against them), they forgot who they are and where

they come from, they turned their backs on the one who gave birth to them.

However, like a mother who caringly waits for her children to receive them with love, I am at the
door waiting for their return to my bowels, from where life arose - this is the cry of the earth,
its cry - I hope that they look back at me, that they return to my arms, not to punish them but
to give more of me. I am open to them entering my lap like a small child and sheltering them with
my warmth, although my body is wounded by their actions, I am still able to give them love and
shelter. I want everyone to look back and remember what they really are and become aware of
their importance as part of me, of a whole that needs each one. Care! "Shout and cry out again
the land," do not remain obstinate, thinking that you are masters of me; You are all part of me,

you are guardians and the lordship that was granted to you consists in taking care of what you

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are part of. The end of humanity and at the same time mine will be resoundingly approaching, the

two tragic ends will be inevitable.

The earth cries out, and foday we wanted to make ourselves the voice of its sobs, that is why we
set out to present this theme; As we know, the land in almost all cultures has been a means of
subsistence and of strengthening social relations, as well as disputes of the most varied types, at
the same time that it has been the source of food, of encounter between cultures and witness of
the most diverse periods of history, of human evolution, of the awakening of new cultures and

the end of many others.

Today more than ever the issue of Ecology has been put before us, Leonardo Boff, a famous Latin
American theologian and philosopher, has also wanted to address the subject, he has appropriated
its flags, in his works he has motivated his readers to preserve and care for this earth as a

common home, as a mandate that comes from heaven and from earth itself.

He has examined the land and his diagnosis is revealing and distressing, he concludes that our
passage through this common village must be configured in another dynamic, in a different way.
For this author it is vital that all men include ourselves in the change, since the responsibility for
what happens with this place where we are today belongs to everyone; our position can no longer
be that of those who blame others for what is their responsibility, for what he does even knowing
the evil it will bring to the world and consequently to man, however, even when this recognition is
made, Boff distinguishes what we can call degrees of responsibility, not all men everywhere are
equally responsible for the damage that humanity does to the planet, Some are more responsible

or more to blame for the devastation.

We start from a thought that at first sight is not so obvious: we are influenced by many customs,
so we are prisoners of a concrete jungle that distances us from the earth, our feet are 24 hours
on the pavement, we live in houses built with heavy materials, we move in cars and other means of
transport, We have separated ourselves from the earth, the link we have with it seems to have

disappeared, in our opinion then this link has been damaged, so we must remake it.
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Proof of what we have been presenting is that although we have always depended on the earth
for our survival and our social relations, we have not been sufficiently concerned about

establishing a "life" relationship with it, because we also do not see the earth as a living organism.

The invitation is to recover the relationship that once existed between man and the earth, but
that today we have forgotten or overlooked; on the other hand, we can see that the devastation
and hoarding of resources as well as the dynamics of predation in which we are immersed have
been the common denominator of all fimes and it could be said that of all places, except for some
secluded corners where the land is respected and cared for. In the present time the struggle for
human rights has been constant and with certain advances, but not enough. This struggle is right
and necessary, but it is also obligatory that we become aware of our duties, especially that which
involves us all, that of taking care of our living space; Essential care is a necessity and an
imperative, paraphrasing the philosopher we can say "take care of the earth in such a way that

your conduct becomes an imitable universal maxim".3

The inhabitants of the entire planet reinterpret the world in ecological perspective to make it a
better space. We see all this of ours in the natural phenomena that have intensified claiming the
lives of thousands of people, the disappearance of entire species, the melting of the poles, the
evident climate change and a number of other phenomena that we do not mention here but that
are happening, and with this we see that the earth cries out for justice fowards it, For a
respectful treatment, and even more so our brothers who are going to pass through this land
from which we too will one day, claim without saying anything the space and respect of the common
place in which we all live and on which we all depend. We need to assume the use of land in its

community sense.

This aspect of which we speak and in fact this new relationship with the other and necessarily
with the Other, leads us consequently to this reinterpretation becoming the voice of the planet

that urges a change on the part of man.

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Ecology is a science that has been evolving and that in this historical moment is booming, some of
the governments are concerned about the situation of the planet, particularly in their countries.
Every day environmental movements emerge and seek to change the situation of the planet. People
daily take care of water, recycle, educate themselves and learn new ways of consuming organic

products and also their creation.

Although before we pointed out that efforts and concerns for ecology have increased, we must
be aware that it is not common, it is not the majorities who are fighting for the good of the planet
and non-human species, nor of human ones. Change must be personal and social commitment, to

respond as sons and daughters to the cries of mother earth.

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THE LITTLE BLUE 1940 HYMNAL

One Sunday morning | went to the church's mailbox to look for
any bills that had come in the week. To my surprise when |
opened our mailbox there was a little blue 1940 Hymnal. The
minute | pulled that little blue hymnal out of our mailbox
memories of my childhood here at Christ Church came to me. All
of our hymnals and prayer books were stamped with Christ
Episcopal Church and our street address which has not changed

for over 100 years. Somebody may have found this hymnal as
part of cleaning out their home or a relative’s home and because of that address stamp they put it
in our mailbox, but the important thing is this Hymnal found its way back home. This home being
Christ Episcopal Church at the corner of 10th and Llewellyn for many, many years.

This Hymnal reminded me of my childhood here. In each pew there were two prayer books, one
hymnal, and one small hymnal perfect for a child's hands. This is the 1940 Hymnal that | grew up
with and | will never forget hymn number 1 as it is always sung in Advent: Come. Thou Long
Expected Jesus. | will always remember it as hymn number 1 even though it is now hymn number
66 in the 1982 Hymnal that we use today.

Something | really want to share is how this church became my home. In case you weren’t aware,
| grew up in this church. Now it wasn't my first church. My first church was St Andrew's Episcopal
Church in Farmers Branch because we lived in Carrollton at the time but when | was 4, we moved
to Lancaster. My family looked for a church to call home. The home that we found was the church
that my grandparents attended and is the church my dad grew up in. It was beautiful to see several
families where three generations (sometimes 4!) were worshiping together every Sunday. Because
of this long-instilled history from my family | know the importance of my gift to this church.

| have a financial gift and | have a talent gift. My talent gift is serving on the Altar Guild, Flower
Guild, and acting as church treasurer for over a decade now. My grandfather was the Treasurer for
a long time in this church. My grandmother served as Senior Warden at an integral fime in our
parish life. My dad has served as an acolyte and a lay reader for decades as well as several terms
as a Vestry member (not to mention his service when he was growing up). My mom has served in
the Women'’s Guild, Flower Guild, choir, usher and the Daughters of the King. Both my parents and
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grandparents have served as Sunday school teachers and delegates to the Diocesan conventions
over the years. | won't even go into how my siblings served this church. | learned from my family
the importance of my service to this church.

The financial gift | also learned as a young child. My grandmother would give me and my brother
each a quarter to put in the offering plate (she also taught us how to put it in quietly!). My parents
taught me how to budget and so with my allowance | set aside 10% to give to the church. During
Lent | recall mite boxes. These are great little things where we would put change in the mite box
whenever we forgot to do something that we said we were going to do or did something that we
said we were not going to do during Lent. For example, give up chocolate in Lent and if | ate some
chocolate, | put some money in the mite box. | would also add spare change | found around the
house. These boxes were collected at the end of Lent and were given to the United Thank Offering
(also memorable because that was the one Sunday a year where the Women of the Church passed
the collection plates). This was another way as a child | was giving without knowing that | was
giving. Again, it was taught to me by my family and my church family.

My church family is as important as my family. Because of the examples | saw growing up, | know
how important my financial gift is the church. | fry when | can to give more than | have pledged
because | know how much the church needs it to function. As Treasurer, | have a very good
knowledge of how little income comes in and how much goes out in expenses. The one thing | did
not realize was part of my giving to the church would be getting gray hairs! But those gray hairs
are worth it to know that this church will continue for many generations and maybe one day there
will be another little girl holding the little hymnal that brings her happiness and joy. And whenever
she thinks of it as she gets older, she will remember her days here and her pledge to her church.

Un domingo por la manana fui al buzén de la iglesia para
buscar cualquier factura que hubiera llegado en la semana.
Para mi sorpresa, cuando abri nuestro buzén, habia un
pequefio himnario azul de 1940. En el momento en que
saqué ese pequeino himnario azul de nuestro buzén, los
recuerdos de mi infancia aqui en la Iglesia Episcopal Cristo
vinieron a mi. Todos nuestros himnarios y libros de
oraciones fueron estampados con el nombre Iglesia
Episcopal Cristo y nuestra direccion que no ha cambiado

por mas de 100 anos. Alguien puede haber encontrado
este himnario como parte de la limpieza de su casa o la casa de un pariente y debido a ese sello
de direccién lo pusieron en nuestro buzén, pero lo importante es que este himnario encontré su
camino de regreso a casa. Esta casa es la Iglesia Episcopal Cristo en la esquina de 10th y Llewellyn
durante muchos, muchos afos.

Este himnario me recordé mi infancia aqui. En cada banco habia dos libros de oraciones, un
himnario y un pequefio himnario perfecto para las manos de un nifio. Este es el himnario de 1940
con el que creci y nunca olvidaré el himno nimero 1, ya que siempre se canta en Adviento: Ven.
que durante mucho tiempo te esperdbamos JesUs. Siempre lo recordaré como el himno nimero 1
a pesar de que ahora es el himno niGmero 66 en el Himnario de 1982 que usamos hoy.

Algo que realmente quiero compartir es como esta iglesia se convirti6 en mi hogar. En caso de
que no lo supieras, yo creci en esta iglesia. Aunque si no fue mi primera iglesia. Mi primera iglesia
fue la Iglesia Episcopal de San Andrés en Farmers Branch porque viviamos en Carrollton en ese
momento, pero cuando tenia 4 afios, nos mudamos a Lancaster. Mi familia buscé una iglesia a la
que llamar hogar. El hogar que encontramos fue la iglesia a la que asistieron mis abuelos y es la
iglesia en la que crecié mi padre. Fue hermoso ver a varias familias donde tres generaciones (y a
veces 4!) adoraban juntas todos los domingos. Debido a esta larga historia inculcada por mi familia,
sé la importancia de mi regalo para esta iglesia.

Tengo un don financiero y tengo un don de talento. Mi talento es servir en el Gremio del Altar, el
Gremio de las Flores y actuar como tesorero de la iglesia durante mas de una década. Mi abuelo
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fue el tesorero durante mucho tiempo en esta iglesia. Mi abuela sirvié como Guardiana Mayor en
un momento integral de nuestra vida parroquial. Mi padre ha servido como acélito y lector laico
durante décadas, asi como varios términos como miembro de la Junta Parroquial (sin mencionar
su servicio cuando estaba creciendo). Mi madre ha servido en el Gremio de Mujeres, el Gremio de
Flores, el coro, como ujier y en las Hijas del Rey. Tanto mis padres como mis abuelos han servido
como maestros de escuela dominical y delegados a las convenciones diocesanas a lo largo de los
anos. Ni siquiera voy a entrar en cémo mis hermanos sirvieron a esta iglesia. Aprendi de mi familia
la importancia de mi servicio a esta iglesia.

El regalo financiero que también aprendi cuando era nifia. Mi abuela nos daba a miy a mi hermano
cada uno un cuarto de délar para poner en el plato de ofrendas ( y también nos ensefé a ponerlo
en silencio!). Mis padres me ensefiaron cémo presupuestar y con mi asignacion aparté el 10% para
dar a la iglesia. Durante la Cuaresma recuerdo las cajas especiales. Estas son pequenas grandes
cosas en las que poniamos cambio en la caja de Cuaresma cada vez que olviddbamos hacer algo
que dijimos que ibamos a hacer o hicimos algo que dijimos que no ibamos a hacer durante la
Cuaresma. Por ejemplo, renunciar al chocolate en la Cuaresma y si comi un poco de chocolate,
pongo algo de dinero en la caja de Cuaresma. Estas cajas se recogian al final de la Cuaresma y se
entregaban a la Ofrenda Unida de Accién de Gracias (también memorable porque ese era el Unico
domingo al afio en que las Mujeres de la Iglesia pasaban loa platos de colecta). Esta era otra forma
en que cuando era nifa estaba dando sin saber que estaba dando. Una vez més, me lo ensefiaron
mi familia y mi familia de la iglesia.

Mi familia de la iglesia es tan importante como mi familia. Debido a los ejemplos que vi mientras
crecia, sé cuan importante es mi donacién financiera para la iglesia. Intento cuando puedo dar més
de lo que he prometido porque sé cuanto necesita la iglesia para funcionar. Como Tesorero, tengo
un muy buen conocimiento de cudn pocos ingresos entran y cuanto sale en gastos. iLo Unico que
no me di cuenta era que parte de mi donacién a la iglesia seria tener canas! Pero esas canas valen
la pena saber que esta iglesia continuard por muchas generaciones y tal vez algin dia habré otra
nifa sosteniendo el pequeno himnario que le trae felicidad y alegria.
