Las Lecciones

Primera Lectura Lector: Meliton Castillo
Lectura del Libro de los Hechos de los Apdstoles
8:26-40

Un angel del Senor le dijo a Felipe: «Levantate y
vete al sur, por el camino de Jerusalén a Gaza.»
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(This is a wilderness road.)So he got up and went.
Now there was an Ethiopian eunuch, a court
official of the Candace, queen of the Ethiopians, in
charge of her entire treasury. He had come to
Jerusalem to worship and was returning home;
seated in his chariot, he was reading the prophet
[saiah. Then the Spirit said to Philip, “Go over to
this chariot and join it.” So Philip ran up to it and
heard him reading the prophet Isaiah. He asked,
“Do you understand what you are reading?” He
replied, “How can I, unless someone guides me?”
And he invited Philip to get in and sit beside him.
Now the passage of the scripture that he was
reading was this: “Like a sheep he was led to the
slaughter, and like a lamb silent before its shearer,
so he does not open his mouth. In his humiliation
justice was denied him. Who can describe his
generation? For his life is taken away from the
earth.” The eunuch asked Philip, “About whom,
may | ask you, does the prophet say this, about
himself or about someone else?” Then Philip
began to speak, and starting with this scripture, he
proclaimed to him the good news about Jesus. As
they were going along the road, they came to some
water; and the eunuch said, “Look, here is water!
What is to prevent me from being baptized?” He
commanded the chariot to stop, and both of them,
Philip and the eunuch, went down into the water,
and Philip baptized him. When they came up out
of the water, the Spirit of the Lord snatched Philip
away; the eunuch saw him no more, and went on
his way rejoicing. But Philip found himself at
Azotus, and as he was passing through the region,
he proclaimed the good news to all the towns until
he came to Caesarea.

Fue
humillado, y no se le hizo justicia; ;quién podra
hablar de su descendencia? Porque su vida fue
arrancada de la tierra.» El funcionario etiope le
pregunt6 a Felipe: —Dime, por favor, ;de quién
dice esto el profeta: de si mismo o de alglin otro?
Entonces Felipe, tomando como punto de partida
el lugar de la Escritura que el etiope leia, le
anuncié la buena noticia acerca de Jesus. Mas
tarde, al pasar por un sitio donde habia agua, el
funcionario dijo: —Aqui hay agua; ;hay algin
inconveniente para que yo sea bautizado?
Entonces mandé parar el carro; y los dos bajaron
al agua, y Felipe lo bautizé. Cuando subieron del
agua, el Espiritu del Sefior se llevo a Felipe, y el
funcionario no lo volvié a ver; pero siguié su
camino lleno de alegria. Felipe se encontré en
Azoto, y pasé de pueblo en pueblo anunciando la
buena noticia, hasta llegar a Cesarea.
