DEAR SISTERS AND BROTHERS,

Peace I leave with you, my peace I give to you. I do not give to you as the world gives.
Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not let them be afraid.
John 14.27

Many of us will have troubled hearts as we watch with horror the attack by
Russia on Ukraine. As we have already said, this attack is an act of evil,
imperilling as it does the relative peace and security that Europe has enjoyed
for so long. The attack by one nation on a free, democratic country has rightly
provoked outrage, sanctions and condemnation.

We lament with the people of Ukraine, and we pray for the innocent, the
frightened and those who have lost loved ones, homes, and family.

We continue to call for a ceasefire and the withdrawal of Russian forces as well
as wide-ranging efforts to ensure peace, stability and security.

These events remind us powerfully that peace is precious and it is fragile.

In Chapter 14 of John’s Gospel, Jesus speaks to his disciples at the Last Supper
and he leaves them his peace. This is not a mere greeting, but rather something
deep and abiding. This peace is something that only Jesus gives; for itis a
gratuitous gift, a way of living, something to be received for the gift of peace is
the gift of Jesus himself. That is why the Lord is able to offer reassurance to our
hearts, why those who receive the gift of the peace of Jesus Christ at the
deepest of levels should not be afraid.



Peace, therefore, is so much more than the absence of war. It is a gift, and it is
also a decision, a gift that must be received. It is a choice we make that shapes
the way we live well alongside each other. It characterises our relationship with
God. It comes into being by seeking justice.

In these days of uncertainty and fear, we pray that each of us might again turn
to the Lord and receive God’s gift of peace, work for God'’s justice, know

God’s reconciliation and love, and choose paths not of hatred or destruction, of
violence or retribution, but God’s way of justice, mercy and peace.

As Christians, our response to a crisis must always be rooted in prayer. And so
we invite you to join with us in praying most earnestly for an outpouring of the
Spirit of God, that the world may once again choose peace, strengthening those
international bodies that enable us to work and live together as one humanity
inhabiting one world.

We pray for those in Ukraine who suffer grievously, for all who take decisions
around the world, and for the people and leaders of Russia too.

However and whenever you pray, pray that the world may choose peace, and
be assured of our prayers for you.

“Watch and pray so that you will not fall into temptation.
The spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.” Matthew 26:41

One of the consequences of being a baptized member of the Body of Christis to become a continued
resistance against the evil we find at work in the world. It is evident that the baptismal covenant
requests this strong position from all Christian believers; it recognizes how connected dominant
sin and wickedness have a power to control and destroy human life. We Christians receive advice
and warnings that the spiritual life is in a constant battle against forces that want to obscure and
deny the truth.

Jesus himself in his encounter with the Samaritan woman declares, “God is spirit, and his
worshipers must worship in the Spirit and in truth.” John 4:24 NIV. It is impossible to dissociate
“in the Spiritand in truth”, even if people ignore or soften their resistance against evil. The struggle
is so real that each person is called daily to fight his/her own personal sins which are an obstacle
in our relationship with God. “In the Spirit and in truth” is the only way to resist evil with
conquering power, any other alternative is a compromise with sin and a deception to please and
satisfy our own ego or that of others.

The fact that a permanent opposition against evil is expected from us deserves that we discern and
accept that the tempter is always at hand. The Good News for us is that as we read and study the
gospel, we confirm that power and victory for Christians are offered and guaranteed by God'’s grace
when we are connected to God “in the Spirit and in truth”. In my opinion there are two tasks we
need to embrace entirely:

1. The personal responsibility of each believer is to allow the Spirit of God to reign and govern
our own human spirit. This requires the ability to be meek and humble to allow the Spirit to
guide and direct our lives. Often before this request, we feel our freedom threatened and we
easily choose to oppose the Spirit of God. Our task is to trust and consent to His infinite
wisdom.

2. Live truthful lives. It is impossible to receive and be in communion with God when there is
deception and lies. Even if we live in a society where trickery and deceit are common, the
position of the believer needs to be firm and clearly grounded in God, “in the Spirit and in
truth”. There is not room for God in a heart that intentionally chooses corruption and
falsehood over truth. Our task is to choose veracity and truth even if it brings discomfort
and pain to our lives.

The fact that Jesus mentioned, “in the Spirit and in truth” is a revelatory gift of the way how we
must worship God. If we are able to endure and accomplish our tasks, even with human
imperfections, we are rejecting the iniquity of sin and inspiring others with our own battle. [ ask
for your perseverance and witness in all circumstances of your life; give testimony of the hope
that lives in you.

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“Estén alerta y oren para que no caigan en tentacion.
El espiritu estad dispuesto, pero el cuerpo es débil” Mateo 26:41

Una de las consecuencias al ser bautizados y miembros del Cuerpo de Cristo es ser una continua
resistencia contra el mal que encontramos obrando en el mundo. Es evidente que cuando el pacto
bautismal solicita esta posicion fuerte en los creyentes, reconoce cuan conectados y dominantes
estan el pecado y la maldad, que tienen un poder para subyugar y destruir la vida humana. Los
cristianos recibimos advertencias y consejos de que la vida espiritual es necesariamente una
batalla constante contra fuerzas que quieren oscurecer y negar la verdad.

Jesus mismo en su encuentro con la mujer samaritana declara “Dios es espiritu, y sus adoradores
deben adorarlo en el Espiritu y en verdad”. Juan 4:24. Es imposible disociar “en el Espiritu y en la
verdad”, incluso si las personas ignoran o reducen su resistencia contra el mal. La lucha es tan real
que cada persona es llamada diariamente a combatir sus propios pecados personales que son un
obstaculo en la relaciéon con Dios. “En el Espiritu y en la verdad” son la inica manera de resistir el
mal con poderes vencedores, cualquier otra alternativa es un compromiso con el pecado y un
engafo para agradar y satisfacer el ego propio o ajeno.

El hecho de que se espere de nosotros una oposicion permanente contra el mal, merece que
discernamos y aceptemos que el tentador estd siempre cerca. La Buena Noticia para nosotros es
que a medida que leemos y estudiamos el evangelio, confirmamos que el poder y la victoria para
los cristianos es ofrecido y garantizado por la gracia de Dios, cuando estamos conectados con Dios
en el Espiritu y en la verdad. En mi opiniéon, hay dos tareas que debemos cumplir.

1. Laresponsabilidad personal de cada creyente es permitir que el Espiritu de Dios reine y gobierne
nuestro propio espiritu humano. esto requiere la mansedumbre y la humildad para permitir que
el Espiritu guie y dirija nuestra vida. Muchas veces ante esta peticion sentimos amenazada nuestra
libertad y facilmente optamos por oponernos al Espiritu de Dios. Nuestra tarea es confiar y
consentir en su infinita sabiduria.

2. Vivir vidas veraces, es imposible recibir y estar en comunién con Dios cuando hay engafio y
mentira. Incluso si vivimos en una sociedad donde el engafio y la mentira son comunes, la posicion
del creyente debe ser firme y clara. No hay lugar para Dios en un corazén que intencionalmente
elige la corrupcion y la falsedad sobre la verdad. Nuestra tarea es elegir la veracidad y la verdad,
aunque traiga malestar y dolor a nuestras vidas.

El hecho de que Jesuis mencionara “en el Espiritu y en verdad” es un don revelador de la forma en
que debemos adorar a Dios. Si somos capaces de soportar y cumplir nuestras tareas, incluso con
las imperfecciones humanas, estamos rechazando la iniquidad del pecado e inspirando a otros con
nuestra propia batalla. Les pido perseverancia y testimonio en todas las circunstancias de su vida.
Den testimonio de la esperanza que habita en ustedes. Bendiciones para todos

Here are some thoughts that St. Benedict has on prayer:

The function of prayer is not to establish a routine; it is to establish a relationship with the God
who is in relationship with us always. The function of prayer is to bring us into touch with
ourselves as well. To become pure of heart, one with God.

He tells us that prayer is to be short and pure, not long and tedious, not long and majestic, not
long and grand. Prayer is to be short and substantial and real.

The function of times of prayer, then, is not to have us just say prayers; it is to enable our lives
to become pure of heart one with God, centered in the truth that is Truth, and the power that
is Power and the love that is Love.

During this time of Lent, in your special prayer space, let your worship and your prayer be a fresh
miracle every day to you, performed from your heart.

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PRAYER HENRI NOUWEN

"When the righteous cry for help, the Lord hears,
and rescues them from all their troubles.” Psalm. 34:17

Prayer is the discipline of listening to that voice of love. Jesus spent many nights in prayer listening
to the voice that had spoken to him at the Jordan River. We too must pray. Without prayer, we
become deaf to the voice of love and become confused by the many competing voices asking for
our attention. How difficult this is! When we sit down for half an hour -- without talking to someone,
listening to music, watching a screen or reading a book-- and try to become very still, we often find
ourselves so overwhelmed by our noisy inner voices that we can hardly wait to get busy and
distracted again. Our inner life often looks like a banana tree full of jumping monkeys! But when we
decide not to run away and stay focused, these monkeys may gradually go away because of lack of
attention, and the soft gentle voice calling us the beloved may gradually make itself heard.

God became a little child in the midst of a violent world. Are we surprised by that joy or do we keep
saying: "How nice and sweet, but the reality is different."

For many years, Lee has been an integral member of the group Texas Camerata. This group of
musicians is dedicated to playing classical pieces on historic instruments, instruments on which
the music would have been played at the time that the music was composed, hundreds of years
ago.

Church in Fort Worth on the evening of Sunday, March _a
13th, In addition to Lee and his historic flute,

Texas Camerata is composed of musicians who play on
other historic instruments including cello, violin, viola,
organ and trumpet. Therefore, at a performance, the |
audience can not only be immersed in beautiful music,
but also imagine what a concert would be like at the time it was written. During the concert, the
musicians explain to the audience the differences in their respective historic instruments to the
current instruments. A Texas Camerata concert is a trip back in time, while enjoying music that
speaks to the heart and soul. Christ Church is indeed blessed to have an accomplished musician
like Lee, who so graciously shares his musical gift.

“Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” Jesus replied: *“ ‘Love the Lord your
God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.” Matthew 22:36-37

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Tenebrae, The Service of Darkness

Wednesday, April 13, at 7:00

Tenebrae, the Service of Darkness, will be sung at Christ Church on Wednesday,
April 13, at 7:00 as part of Holy Week Observations at Christ Church. It will be
dedicated to those Christ Church parishioners who have died since we had our last
Tenebrae Service before the pandemic hit—two years ago.

This service has been celebrated since the Middle Ages. The principal ceremony in
the service is the extinguishing of candles until the church is in total darkness. Full

of emotional anguish, the final chant is Psalm 51, “Have mercy on Me O God.” A
“great noise” is made at its conclusion, symbolizing the earthquake that followed Christ’s death at Golgotha.

Hot Cross Buns and Lentil Soup

Good Friday, April 14, Following the Noon Service

After the Good Friday Service at noon, our Lenten fast will be broken by having
lentil soup and hot cross buns. Hot cross buns are traditionally served on Good
Friday. Made with spices, cinnamon, raisins milk and butter, they foretell the
richness of Christ’s resurrection. A cross on the bun is a remembrance of Jesus’

crucifixion.

Queen Elizabeth | is rumored to have allowed hot cross buns only to be served in
England on Christmas and Easter. One superstition that grew up around them was
that if you ate them, the buns offered protection from harm and danger!

Founded in 1890 as part of the independent city of Oak Cliff, the parish was originally
located on the southeast corner of Ninth Street and Marsalis, at the top of a ridge overlooking
the Trinity River. Nearby was the terminus of the streetcar line which afforded convenient
transportation.

In 1921 the church moved to its present location. The church is both an official Dallas and a
Texas Landmark.

Because of the pandemic, we were not able to celebrate either the 130" anniversary of the
founding of the church nor the centennial of the current church building.

This year is different! With the COVID-19 virus hopefully in remission, Dallas County has
leveled its alert to Code Yellow, the lowest it has been for two years. To help us celebrate,
renowned international singer Ryland Angel will be with us in concert on May 22. Mark your
calendars!

British-born Ryland Angel has built an international reputation. He has been nominated for a
Grammy and has performed at major opera houses, concert houses and festivals throughout
Europe and the USA. He has recorded over 50 CDs. Ryland Angel composed the score and
sang the title track of the Warner Bros documentary film The Mystery of Dante. He is also
featured on the film soundtracks of Le Petit Prince, La Peau, Henry 4th, Machete and the PBS

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Treasurer’s Report of 2021/2022

2021 required $300,233.45 to operate our Church. We received $158,291.77 in pledges and promises leaving us
short $141,941.67. Where does the difference come from? Part was from various gifts that may not have come
in if we weren't able to meet for services in person for at least part of the year. A generous gift of $64,086.65
was given from the Canon AH Lee Foundation. The remaining $74,000 came from our Endowment.

Where did we spend the church’s money?

- Building & Grounds $9,338

- Church Administration $66,463 of which $20k is for utilities, $11,595 property tax and $21k property
insurance

- Salaries & Benefits $179,468

- Outreach $4,484 (we received quite a lot of donations designed to be used for outreach)

- Diocesan Assessment $33,376

In addition to the budget, we spent approx. $26k from the Crow Fund to improve the Rectory to be used as
classrooms. With us using 604 for church activities we were able to be granted property tax exemption. Saving
us approx. 15k for 2022 and hopefully continue to save for years to come.

*Crow Fund currently funded by the residual from dissolution of Deaconess Crow Foundation and the proceeds

from the sale of Fr Lee's condo. The Crow Fund will continue to fund improvements to our church property

Looking into 2022
The Vestry has approved a budget of $299,389.69

- Building & Grounds $20,100

- Church Administration $70,566.02 (even though we will not have property tax, property insurance is
expected to rise by as much as 20%)

- Salaries & Benefits $183,292.88

- Outreach $1,000

- Diocesan Assessment $24,430.79

Where will the money come from to operate our church?

That is a very good question. To date, I have received pledge/promesa cards totaling $78,776. If you have not
sent in your card, please do. I really would like to give our Endowment a rest.

In 2021 we withdrew $74,000 from the Endowment. This 6.8% withdrawal rate is much closer to what we need
in order for our Endowment to survive to support our church for many more years. A prudent annual

withdrawal rate should be no more than 5% per year.

In addition to our lower withdrawal, the stock markets were in good spirits last year. Following the continued

advice of our financial advisor, Steve Cotton, our money grew by $126,952. Unfortunately, we cannot expect
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the stock markets to behave the same every year. We also don't want to rely on the Endowment. This is one

reason why your pledges and promesas are important

In addition to expenses related to day to day running of the church the Vestry has approved setting aside 130k
from the Crow Fund to do some major improvements such as parking lot, parish hall foundation, as well as a
few other repairs that will improve our buildings. These repairs may exceed 130k and we will need additional
money. My hope is for you to consider giving a separate gift to the capital improvement project in addition to
fulfilling your pledge.

Together we work to make this a place for all to call my church. Seeing our church grow and our members
cherish Our Church home makes being here a great gift.
