Mardi Gras literally means Fat Tuesday, a French term that describes the high caloric
meal that is eaten the day before Ash Wednesday, a day of fasting and penitence. More
commonly, Mardi Gras refers to the time of celebration that culminates at the end of
Epiphany and the beginning of Lent. Another name commonly given to the day is Shrove
Tuesday, "shrove” taken from the old English word shrive, "to confess." In preparation for
Lent, the medieval world confessed their sins during Shrovetide.

Mardi Gras, Shrove Tuesday, or in the vernacular, the Feast of the Pancakes, will be
celebrated at Christ Church on Tuesday, March 4, beginning at 6:00. Helpers and cooks
should arrive by 5:00.

DEACON DEBRA VELA

A Franciscan Who Works with Humanity

The unchurched called her La Senora Diacona
Debra. We know her as Deacon Debra.

Debra Vela is a Franciscan in the Anglican tradition, 1
following the ideals of St. Francis: humility, love,

Born and raised in the Southern Baptist tradition,
Deacon Debra became an Episcopalian in 1997, a
Deacon in 2016, and a Franciscan in 2023. She and Ismael, her husband, have three children,
Mariel, Samuel, and Sarah, and three grandchildren.

Jesus was all about inclusiveness and did not shut the doors on anyone. Motivated by these lofty
values, Deacon Debra aspires to bring hope and happiness to those she meets.

She founded Mangos and Mozart at the Episcopal Church of San Francisco in 2018, where the kids
actively participate in music making, ballet, and gardening. They perform at Christ Church, Tyler
Street Towers, and the Garland Senior Center.

As Executive Director of the Children’s Food Ministry, a nonprofit she founded in 2018, food is
provided for 1,000 families. Most of the donations come from north Texas. In Kenya, she helped
established a school, which was named in her honor, the Deacon Debra Christian Academy.
Currently it has 80 PreK students and plans are to add one grade a year. In a place where poverty
is rampant, sharing pencils between students is the norm. Deacon Debra has facilitated sending
supplies and curriculums.

Fluent in Spanish and English, she works with the neighborhood children, i.e, the Tenth Street Kids.
She goes to their apartments; they feel comfortable with her and have meetings in the old Christ
Church Rectory.

She continues to work with the homeless and builds relationships with them so they feel safe. No
child and family should be homeless. “It hurts me so much to see it,” she said.

She has partnered with Tyler Street Methodist and Miss Judy at the Tyler Street Towers. Free
streetside showers and clean towels are offered every two weeks to the homeless. Miss Judy passes
out clothes to adults, children and babies. Donations are always welcomed.

The need is real. Itis estimated that the U.S homeless numbers surged 18 % in 2024. About 23 out
of every 10,000 people in America, one of the richest nations in the world. are living on the streets.

In the microcosm, Deacon Debra has ideals for humanity. In the macrocosm, she makes those
principles manifest and continues to make this world a better place for all of us.

Naciday criada enla tradicién bautista del sur, La Didcono Debra se convirtié en Episcopal en 1997,
Didcona en 2016 y Franciscana en 2023. Ella y Ismael, su esposo, tienen tres hijos, Mariel, Samuel
y Sarah, y tres nietos.

Jesus era todo de inclusion y no le cerré las puertas a nadie. Motivada por estos elevados valores,
La Didcona Debra aspira a llevar esperanza y felicidad a aquellos que conoce.

Fund6 Mangos y Mozart en la Iglesia Episcopal de San Francisco en 2018, donde los nifios
participan activamente en la creacion de musica, el ballet y la jardineria. Actdan en Christ Church,
Tyler Street Towers y El Garland Senior Center.

Como directora ejecutiva del Children's Food Ministry, una organizacién sin fines de lucro que
fundé en 2018, se proporcionan alimentos a 1,000 familias. La mayoria de las donaciones
provienen del norte de Texas. En Kenia, ayudo a establecer una escuela, que fue nombrada en su
honor, La Academia Cristiana Didcona Debra. Actualmente cuenta con 80 estudiantes de Pre
Kinder y los planes son agregar un grado al afio. En un lugar donde la pobreza es rampante,
compartir lapices entre los estudiantes es la norma. La Didcona Debra ha facilitado el envio de
suministros y curriculos.

Habla Espanol e Inglés con fluidez y trabaja con los nifios del barrio, es decir, los Tenth Street Kids.
Ella va a sus apartamentos; se sienten cOmodos con ella y tienen reuniones en la antigua Rectoria
de la Iglesia de Cristo.

Ella continua trabajando con las personas sin hogar y construye relaciones con ellas para que se
sientan seguras. Ningun nifio ni su familia deberian quedarse sin hogar. "Me duele mucho verlo",
dijo.

Se ha asociado con Tyler Street Methodist y Miss Judy en Tyler Street Towers. Cada dos semanas

se ofrecen duchas gratuitas en la calle y toallas limpias a las personas sin hogar. La Sefiorita Judy
reparte ropa a adultos, nifios y bebés. Las donaciones siempre son bienvenidas.

La necesidad es real. Se estima que el niimero de personas sin hogar en Estados Unidos aument6
un 18 % en 2024. Aproximadamente 23 de cada 10.000 personas en Estados Unidos, una de las
naciones mas ricas del mundo viven en las calles.

En el microcosmos, La Didcona Debra tiene ideales para la humanidad. En el macrocosmos, ella
hace que esos principios se manifiesten y continua haciendo de este mundo un lugar mejor para
todos nosotros.

First-person drama script by Noble Hetherington

Hello. My name is Andrew. You can call me Andy — Andy Bradley.

| was born’d in Tennessee on the very last day of 1843. | worked on my daddy’s land until | was about
seventeen and the War of Northern Agression began to threaten our homes and our living.

Some of my friends were joining and | went along with them and joined the 7" Regiment of the
Tennessee Infantry, B Company. We headed north into Virginia to support General Lee, in and around
Richmond.

The North had better rifles, and they hit and killed many of our friends, but our officers said we was
winning. | just fired in the direction of the enemy. | can’t say as | ever killed anyone.

After Chancellorsville we only had about 249 men, Up into Pennsylvania to the battle in Gettysburg.
We suffered many casualties. In the end we surrendered 6 officers, 40 men, and me.

They sent us to the prison at Fort Delaware. It was an island in the middle of the river. We was housed
in wooden buildings with bunks that was stacked three-high. We got two meals a day — mostly hardtack
and greasy water they called soup. Sometimes we got a piece of tough meat. They let some of us fish
and we ate what we caught.

We was there for more than a year, and the winter was the worst. In October of 1864 they moved us
to Varina, Virginia for a prisioner exchange. Part of the trip was on a train. That was the first time | had
been on one, and | fell in love with the railroad.

There was nothing left for me in Tennessee. | asked the railroad people if | could get a job with them
and they said | could. | moved from company to company, ever moving south and west ‘til | reached
the end of the rails in Dallas. | met and married Lydia in 1870 and we moved west to Weatherford.
That was as for as the railroad went. We had a son and he married and we lived nearby.

Lydia died in 1913 and was buried here at Western Heights in her family ground. | stayed in
Weatherford with my son and his family for five years until | joined her, here. And that's my story.

Most of the preceeding drama script is fiction. The only sure parts are that Andy was born in Tennessee
on December 31, 1843 and died in Weatherford in 1918. We believe he served in the Confederate
Army of the Tennessee Infantry, but his length of service is uncertain. The railroad story is to explain
how he might have ended his days in Weatherford.

As part of Preservation Dallas' 4 cemetery tour on October 19, 2024, Western Heights Cemetery
(WHC) presented "Living Biographies." About 10 community members volunteered to
dramatize the lives of some of those buried at Western Heights.



Stevens Park Village's own Noble Hetherington played Andrew Bradley, a 17-year-old from
Tennessee who enlisted in the Confederate army, was captured on the last day of battle at Gettysburg
when he was 19, spent the rest of the war in a Yankee prison in Delaware and died a 74-year-old man
in Weatherford. He and his wife are buried in Western Heights along with some of her family
members.

Other biographies included a woman who has 17 descendants at WHC (not surprising since
she had 21 children!!), a La Reunion colonist, the woman whose two-story house saved about
30 people during the 1908 flood, Clyde Barrow's mother, a 21-year-old murdered by her
husband, and several others.

Western Heights Cemetery does not have an endowment for “Perpetual Care.” Many old
cemeteries do not. The neighborhood associations of Fort Worth Avenue and Stevens Park
Village, at the direction of Van Johnson, the cemetery’s Sexton, are working to improve the
visitor’s experience by planting and trimming vegetation, resetting tombstones and
recovering stolen ones, and participating in promotional events such as the one in October.

| don’t believe any former members of Christ Church are buried in Western Heights, but
many are buried in the larger Oak Cliff Cemetery, including Fr. Ohl who was responsible for
the design of Christ Church on 10" Street. | think it would be worth a visit.



Guion dramatico en primera persona de Noble Hetherington

Hola. Mi nombre es Andrés. Puedes llamarme Andy, Andy Bradley.

Naci en Tennessee el ultimo dia de 1843. Trabajé en la tierra de mi padre hasta los diecisiete afios y
la Guerra de Agresion del Norte comenz6 a amenazar nuestros hogares y nuestra vida.

Algunos de mis amigos se unieron y yo fui con ellos y me uni al 7° Regimiento de la Compafriia B de
Infanteria de Tennessee. Nos dirigimos hacia el norte, a Virginia, para apoyar al general Lee, en
Richmond y sus alrededores.

El Norte tenia mejores rifles, y golpearon y mataron a muchos de nuestros amigos, pero nuestros
oficiales dijeron que ibamos a ganar. Solo disparé en direccién al enemigo. No puedo decir que haya
matado a nadie.

Después de Chancellorsville sélo teniamos unos 249 hombres, De Pensilvania a la batalla de
Gettysburg. Sufrimos muchas bajas. Al final nos rendimos 6 oficiales, 40 hombres y yo.

Nos enviaron a la prision de Fort Delaware. Era una isla en medio del rio. Nos alojaban en edificios
de madera con literas que se apilaban de tres en tres. Comiamos dos veces al dia, sobre todo agua
dura y grasosa que llamaban sopa. A veces conseguiamos un trozo de carne dura. A algunos de
nosotros nos dejaron pescar y comimos lo que pescamos.

Estuvimos alli mas de un ano y el invierno fue el peor. En octubre de 1864 nos trasladaron a Varina,
Virginia, para un intercambio de prisioneros. Parte del viaje fue en tren. Esa fue la primera vez que
me subi a uno y me enamoré del ferrocarril.

No me quedaba nada en Tennessee. Le pregunté a la gente del ferrocarril si podia conseguir un
trabajo con ellos y me dijeron que podia. Me movi de una compafiia a otra, siempre moviéndome
hacia el sur y el oeste hasta que llegué al final de los rieles en Dallas. Conoci y me casé con Lydia en
1870 y nos mudamos al oeste, a Weatherford. Eso fue todo lo que avanz¢ el ferrocarril. Tuvimos un
hijo con el que se casd y viviamos cerca.

Lydia muri6 en 1913 y fue enterrada aqui en Western Heights en el terreno de su familia. Me quedé
en Weatherford con mi hijo y su familia durante cinco afios hasta que me uni a ella, aqui. Y esa es mi
historia.

La mayor parte del guion dramatico anterior es ficcion. Lo unico seguro es que Andy nacié en
Tennessee el 31 de diciembre de 1843 y murié en Weatherford en 1918. Creemos que sirvio en el
Ejército Confederado de la Infanteria de Tennessee, pero su tiempo de servicio es incierto. La historia
del ferrocarril es para explicar como pudo haber terminado sus dias en Weatherford.

Como parte de la gira de 4 cementerios de Preservation Dallas el 19 de octubre de 2024, el Cementerio
Western Heights (WHC) present6 "Biografias Vivientes". Alrededor de 10 miembros de la comunidad se
ofrecieron como voluntarios para dramatizar las vidas de algunos de los enterrados en Western Heights.



Noble Hetherington, interpretado por Andrew Bradley, un joven de 17 afos de Tennessee que
se alist6 en el ejército confederado, fue capturado el ultimo dia de la batalla en Gettysburg
cuando tenia 19 anos, paso el resto de la guerra en una prision yanqui en Delaware y murio
como un hombre de 74 afios en Weatherford. Ely su esposa estan enterrados en Western
Heights junto con algunos de los miembros de su familia.

Otras biografias incluyen a una mujer que tiene 17 descendientes en WHC (jno es
sorprendente ya que tenia 21 hijos!), un colono de La Reunidn, la mujer cuya casa de 2 pisos
salvé a unas 30 personas durante la inundacion de 1908, la madre de Clyde Barrow, una joven
de 21 anos asesinada por su esposo, Yy varios otros.

El Cementerio Western Heights no tiene una dotacidon para "Cuidado Perpetuo”. Muchos
cementerios antiguos no lo hacen. Las asociaciones de vecinos de Fort Worth Avenue y
Stevens Park Village, bajo la direccion de Van Johnson, el sacristan del cementerio, estan
trabajando para mejorar la experiencia del visitante mediante la plantacién y poda de
vegetacion, el reajuste de lapidas y la recuperacioén de las robadas, y la participacion en
eventos promocionales como el de Octubre.

No creo que ningun ex miembro de la Iglesia de Cristo esté enterrado en Western Heights,
pero muchos estan enterrados en el cementerio mas grande de Oak Cliff, incluido el Padre
Ohl, quien fue responsable del disefno de la Iglesia de Cristo en la calle 10. Creo que valdria
la pena visitarlo.
