Mt et felon e s orasss] - BOFN IN Assisi in 1182, Francis was the son of a wealthy
cloth merchant, Pietro Bernardone, and a French woman,

< -‘L_, i " distant horizon in Italy. Feudalism was just beginning to

wane and a middle class was emerging. At first Francis

reveled in the relative prosperity of middle class existence. He embraced an apparently
empty life with vigor and seemed blind to the underside of rising affluence.

Francis of Assisi began his journey in a place of privilege. He desired a splendid palace and
rode off to Apulia and local wars in hopes of winning knighthood. Francis was captured and
imprisoned and returned home to a sick bed and a year of soul searching.

Francis became changed in mind, trying to establish Jesus Christ dwelling within himself.
He repented that he had sinned so grievously. Followingthe command of Jesus, Francis on
his horse, encountered a beggar. He gave his cloak representing riches to the poor beggar.

With this life-changing experience, Francis began to beg for alms to give to the poor. He
embraces the Leper and kisses the unclean Leper. Francis renounces all his worldly goods
and in front of the Bishop removes all his clothes, casting them aside and giving them to his
father.

Francis sought solitude in the woods and began to speak to the Lord. He became God’s
troubadour and would sing in French about his Lord and found great compassion for the

Passion of Christ. Followers began to join Francis in doing good works and embracing most
holy poverty.

There is a story of Francis taming the Wolf of Buggio. While on the San Verecondo Road,
Francis was warned of fierce wolves but said “l have not done any harm to Brother Wolf that
he should dare to devour our Brother Donkey.” Francis went on his way and when
encountering the fierce wolf terrorizing the city of Gubbio, the wolf became docile at the
beckoning of Francis. Francis’s sensitivity to the rest of creation quickly became legendary.
Francisc preached to the fish. He sang songs of Praise with the Birds. He spoke to Brother
Donkey, “Your virtues are hard work and patience.” He called all creatures brother and in a
most extraordinary manner, he discerned the hidden things of nature with his sensitive
heart.



This heart was so serving to human beings as well. Francis visited the sick Prisoners. He
fed the hungry. He welcomed the homeless, freed the captives and cared for the orphans.

The vision of God touches Francis in a special way and while living in the hermitage, he
composed the Canticle of Praise.

Francis died in the year 1225 among Hls brothers. As death neared, Francis asked to be
brought back to Assisi, be stripped of his clothing and laid bare upon the bare earth, making
his loving embrace of the natural world complete. The hour therefore came, and all the
mysteries of Christ being fulfilled in him, he winged his way happily to God.

Brothers and Sisters, as we celebrate the day of St. Francis, we invite you to the
“Blessing of the Animals” on Saturday, October 4 at 10:00 a.m. We will celebrate the
life of blessed Saint Francis and celebrate the life given to all God’s creatures.

Francisco de Asis, 1182 -122

Nacido en Asis en 1182, Francisco era hijo de un rico comerciante de telas, Pietro
Bernardone, y de una mujer francesa, Lady Pica. Durante esos ultimos anos del siglo Xll y
principios del siguiente, el Renacimiento estaba en el horizonte lejano en ltalia. El
feudalismo apenas comenzaba a decaery estaba surgiendo una clase media. Al principio,
Francisco se deleit6 con la relativa prosperidad de la existencia de la clase media. Abrazé
una vida aparentemente vacia con vigor y parecia ciego a la parte inferior de la creciente
rigueza.

Llamo hermanos a todas las criaturas y, de la manera mas
extraordinaria, discernio las cosas ocultas de la naturaleza con su corazén sensible.



Este corazon también servia mucho a los seres humanos. Francisco visito a los prisioneros
enfermos. Alimento a los hambrientos. Dio la bienvenida a las personas sin hogar, libero
a los cautivos y cuido6 a los huérfanos. La vision de Dios toca a Francisco de una manera
especialy mientras vivia en la ermita, compuso el Cantico de Alabanza.

Francisco murié en el afio 1225 entre sus hermanos. A medida que se acercaba la muerte,
Francisco pidié que lo trajeran de regreso a Asis, que lo despojaran de su ropa y lo
desnudaran sobre la tierra desnuda, completando su amoroso abrazo del mundo natural.
Llegd, pues, la hora, y cumpliéndose en él todos los misterios de Cristo, vold felizmente
hacia Dios.

An Old Car

Canon Austin Took Mass at Christ Church on 27" July

She was my father’s last car. He gave her to me when | moved to Dallas. The decade that |
was in New York City, | had no car and was of course delighted with the freedom of life
without one. But it is impossible to live alone, without a car, in Texas, and now | have one, a
very well-made, 14-year-old car with 155,000 miles.

They say she has the best engine that car company ever made. She has done me well. Her
turn radius is tight; when necessary, she quickly accelerates; and when | go for days without
driving her, she still starts up and runs without complaint. And for me, the icing on the cake:
she boasts a cassette tape player.

Because of this, even though we are an unlikely couple, still you could say that we were
made for each other. | have about a thousand cassette tapes, most of them homemade
decades ago, and a majority of those recordings from the radio. Indeed, most of my tapes
are older than my car. Since moving to Texas, | have listened to hundreds of them while
driving along the landscapes of the Southwest, reliving various stages of my life inside her
cabin.

She hasn’t cost me a lot. Now at 265,000 miles, there have been a couple of maintenance
repairs with four-digit labor costs, but not much else. Partly this is because, like my father,
| don’t demand perfection. The front passenger door, for instance, can be unlocked only by
hand from the inside, on account of some sort of connecting gizmo being broken. The grill
is missing a piece from a turkey that | hit—the bird came madly out of nowhere. Dents from
hail are complemented by a scratch made by a young boy, shoving open his car door while
his mother was attending to his younger brother. (I saw it happen. She was embarrassed,
offered to give me insurance information. | said, are you kidding? Look at this hail damage.

In short, the body has scars from many years that tell their tale. Lately, the motor that moves
the rearview mirrors has started skipping; it cheeps away like a woodpecker for about ten
seconds every time | start the car. The inner section of one of the hubcaps is missing. A
vandal? Or did it just fall off? | am starting to wonder if we are getting close to the end.



Although she has features that newer cars lack—a CD player, the aforementioned cassette
player, a smart little drawer to hold coins for tollbooths—she lacks a rearview camera and
all the sensors that warn of getting out of lane. She also requires a special diet: only
premium gas will do for her. | know that, at her age, death could come at any time, and |
suppose I’'m getting ready for it by thinking of the improved features of newer cars. But | will
miss her when that happens.

Each human body bears the marks of life lived. They are scars, imperfections, and they are
inevitable. As with a car, the only way not to get scars is never to do anything. Yet the very
scars can become focal points of love. Your child’s dimple where he fell on the corner of a
brick, the mother’s burn-scar which she got when she whisked her child away from scalding
water, skin spots from a life of labor in the sun: these “defects” become dear to us because
they are part of a story of someone who is dear to us.

The analogy only goes so far. Cars are traded in, or become too expensive to fix. Our bodies,
by contrast, have a post-mortem destiny: the resurrection of the body. Sometimes | fancy
that we will be able to “read” each other’s life-story just by seeing the scars on the
resurrected body. There will no longer be any impediments to the body doing what it was
made to do, and yet: there will be scars.

The Advent hymn of Charles Wesley says this is true of Jesus. His resurrected body has the
scars from the nails: his body tells the story of his life. The scars draw everyone’s attention,
and they are, as Wesley says, glorious.

Un Coche Viejo

Fue el ultimo coche de mi padre. Me lo regalé cuando me mudé a Dallas. Durante ladécada
que vivi en Nueva York, no tuve coche, y, por supuesto, estaba encantado con la libertad de
vivir sin él. Pero es imposible vivir solo, sin coche, en Texas, y ahora tenia uno, un coche de
14 afnos, muy bien hecho, con 250.000 kildbmetros.

Dicen que tiene el mejor motor que jamas haya fabricado esa marca. Me ha ido de
maravilla. Su radio de giro es estrecho; cuando es necesario, acelera con rapidez; y aunque
no la conduzca durante dias, sigue arrancando y funcionando sin problemas. Y para mi, la
guinda del pastel: presume de un reproductor de casetes.

Por eso, aunque somos una pareja improbable, se podria decir que estamos hechos eluno
para el otro. Tengo unas mil cintas de casete, la mayoria caseras de hace décadas, y la
mayoria de esas grabaciones son de la radio. De hecho, la mayoria de mis cintas son mas
viejas que mi coche. Desde que me mudé a Texas, he escuchado cientos de ellas mientras
conducia por los paisajes del suroeste, reviviendo diversas etapas de mivida en su cabana.

No me ha costado mucho. Ahora, con 425.000 kilbmetros, he tenido que hacer un par de
reparaciones de mantenimiento con costos de mano de obra de cuatro digitos, pero poco
mas. En parte, esto se debe a que, como mi padre, no exijo la perfeccion. La puerta del
copiloto, por ejemplo, solo se puede abrir a mano desde dentro, debido a que se rompiod
algun mecanismo de conexion. A la parrilla le falta un trozo de un pavo al que choqué; el
ave salio disparada de la nada. Las abolladuras del granizo se complementan con un
aranazo que hizo un nifno pequefio al abrir la puerta de su coche mientras su madre atendia
a su hermano menor. (Lo vi. Se sintio avergonzada y se ofrecio a darme informacion del
seguro. Le dije: "; En serio? Mira estos danos del granizo".)

En resumen, la carroceria tiene cicatrices de muchos afos que hablan por si solas.
Ultimamente, el motor que mueve los retrovisores ha empezado a dar saltos; pia como un
pajaro carpintero durante unos diez segundos cada vez que arranco el coche. Falta la parte
interior de uno de los tapacubos. ;Un vandalo? ;O simplemente se cayd? Empiezo a
preguntarme si nos estamos acercando al final.



Aunque tiene caracteristicas de las que carecen los coches mas nuevos (un reproductor
de CD, el mencionado reproductor de casetes, un practico cajoncito para guardar las
monedas de los peajes), le falta una camara de vision trasera y todos los sensores que
avisan al salirse del carril. También necesita una dieta especial: solo gasolina premium le
sirve. Sé que, a su edad, la muerte podria llegar en cualquier momento, y supongo que me
estoy preparando pensando en las mejoras de los coches nuevos. Pero la echaré de menos
cuando eso suceda.

Cada cuerpo humano lleva las marcas de la vida vivida. Son cicatrices, imperfecciones, y
son inevitables. Como con un coche, la Unica manera de no tener cicatrices es no hacer
nada. Sin embargo, las mismas cicatrices pueden convertirse en focos de amor. EL hoyuelo
de tu hijo al caerse en la esquina de un ladrillo, la cicatriz de la quemadura de tu madre al
rescatar a su hijo del agua hirviendo, las manchas en la piel de una vida de trabajo bajo el
sol: estos "defectos" se vuelven queridos para nosotros porque forman parte de la historia
de alguien querido.

La analogia tiene sus limites. Los coches se cambian o su reparacion se vuelve demasiado
cara. Nuestros cuerpos, en cambio, tienen un destino post mortem: la resurreccion del
cuerpo. A veces me imagino que podremos "leer" la historia de vida del otro con solo ver
las cicatrices en el cuerpo resucitado. Ya no habra impedimentos para que el cuerpo haga
lo que fue creado para hacer, y aun asi: habra cicatrices.

El himno de Adviento de Charles Wesley afirma que esto es cierto en el caso de Jesus. Su
cuerpo resucitado tiene las cicatrices de los clavos: su cuerpo narra la historia de su vida.
Las cicatrices atraen la atencion de todos y son, como dice Wesley, gloriosas.

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BRIGHT SPOT SUMMER READING CAMP

Years ago, Deacon Andrea and Pat Crenshaw envisioned a summer literacy rest stop, so that neighborhood
children (especially those who might not have as many reading opportunities) wouldn’t forget everything
they’d learned through the long patch of summer. Without being too rigidly academic, Bright Spot Summer
Reading was a time to refresh habits of learning and rekindle the power and pleasure of reading to prepare
for the year ahead —all while having fun. Many folks in the Christ Church community participated to provide
a positive and memorable experience for children.

For two weeks this July, Bright Spot Summer Reading camp met again. Our theme this year was All Things
Water, and water was the thread that ran through most of the activities, literature and experiences.
Starting and ending with our own Trinity River, we looked at the water cycle, saw how water shapes the land
as it flows across a landscape and through urban areas. We mapped out watersheds, did water
experiments, made messes with water, and sailboats for our rain gutter regatta in the parking lot. In
addition to the water play, we also had quiet reading time, both individually and as a group. The first week
focused on fresh water lakes and rivers. Paddle-to-the-Sea was a continuing chapter book of a boy’s
wooden Indian carving, making its way from the Canadian headwaters and tiny rivulets, into ever larger
rivers and waterways of the Great Lakes, all the way to the Atlantic Ocean. In the second week we looked
more at salt water, with its waves and tides and different ecosystems. We also planted plants at the church
and took care to keep them watered; and made a visit to the 10" Street Library where we dug for fossils.

Probably most memorable was the field trip to the Trinity River Audubon Center, where the children were
able to walk out in nature down to the river and back. We all learned so much and were able to experience
the river in its natural environment, ...with egrets, frogs and fish.

And several said it was the best day they ever had, —and were plotting how to go back.

None of this was possible without the amazing efforts, - at times Herculean, by so many wonderful
volunteers. Every day we began with a nutritious and delicious lunch prepared by a retired chef and several
dedicated cooks. Others read to kids; helped them with projects and activities; led them in song, dances
and games. Some tended to the little ones in another area, so the bigger ones could listen and focus. Still
others made sure that every child was properly registered and accounted for —one of those Herculean
tasks. Angels came and tidied up after us as we went; and put up sighage and did countless other
background tasks that made our experience comfortable and productive.

At the end each child went home with one or more books and a pouch of school supplies. For every day of
attendance, kids earned another school supply item. Most of the books and supply pouches were
collected and donated, mostly by people we won’t ever meet.

It was a good two weeks. | thank you all and am so grateful to all who helped so much.

CAMPAMENTO DE LECTURA DE VERANO
DE BRIGHT SPOT

Hace afios, La Diacono Andrea y Pat Crenshaw imaginaron una parada de descanso de
alfabetizacién de verano, para que los nifios del vecindario (especialmente aquellos que no
tuvieran tantas oportunidades de lectura) no olvidaran todo lo que habian aprendido durante
el largo periodo del verano. Sin ser demasiado rigidamente académico, Bright Spot Summer
Reading fue un momento para refrescar los habitos de aprendizaje y reavivar el poder y el
placer de la lectura para prepararse para el proximo afo, todo mientras se divertia. Muchas
personas de lacomunidad de Christ Church participaron para brindar una experiencia positiva
y memorable a los nifos.

Durante dos semanas en Julio, el campamento de lectura de verano de Bright Spot se reunid
nuevamente. Nuestro tema de este ano fue Todo lo relacionado con el agua, y el agua fue el
hilo conductor de la mayoria de las actividades, literatura y experiencias. Comenzando y
terminando con nuestro propio rio Trinity, observamos el ciclo del agua, vimos como el agua
da forma a la tierra a medida que fluye a través de un paisaje y a través de areas urbanas.
Trazamos cuencas hidrograficas, hicimos experimentos con el agua, hicimos lios con el agua
y velamos por nuestra regata de canaletas de lluvia en el estacionamiento. Ademas del juego
acuatico, también tuvimos un tiempo de lectura tranquila, tanto individualmente como en
grupo. La primera semana se centrd en lagos y rios de agua dulce. Paddle-to-the-Sea era un
libro de capitulos continuo de la talla india de madera de un nifo, que se abria camino desde
las cabeceras canadienses y los pequenos riachuelos, hasta los rios y vias fluviales cada vez
mas grandes de los Grandes Lagos, hasta el Océano Atlantico. En la segunda semana nos
fijamos mas en el agua salada, con sus olas y mareas y diferentes ecosistemas. También
plantamos plantas en la iglesia y nos encargamos de mantenerlas regadas; e hicimos una
visita a la Biblioteca de la Calle 10 donde excavamos en busca de fésiles.

Probablemente lo mas memorable fue la excursioén al Trinity River Audubon Center, donde los
nifnos pudieron caminar en la naturaleza hasta el rio y regresar. Todos aprendimos mucho y
pudimos experimentar el rio en su entorno natural, ... con garcetas, ranas y peces. Y varios
dijeron que fue el mejor dia que habian tenido, y estaban planeando coOmo regresar.

Nada de esto fue posible sin los increibles esfuerzos, a veces herculeos, de tantos voluntarios
maravillosos. Todos los dias comenzabamos con un almuerzo nutritivo y delicioso preparado
por un chef retirado y varios cocineros dedicados. Otros leen a los nifos; los ayudd con
proyectos y actividades; dirijalos en canciones, bailes y juegos. Algunos atendian a los
pequenos en otra area, para que los mas grandes pudieran escuchary concentrarse. Otros se
aseguraron de que todos los nifos fueran debidamente registrados y contabilizados, una de
esas tareas herculeas. Los angeles vinieron y ordenaron detras de nosotros a medida que



avanzabamos; y colocamos letreros e hicimos innumerables otras tareas de fondo que
hicieron que nuestra experiencia fuera comoday productiva.

Alfinal, cada nifo se fue a casa con uno o mas librosy una bolsa de utiles escolares. Por cada
dia de asistencia, los nifios ganaron otro articulo de utiles escolares. La mayoria de los libros
y bolsas de suministros fueron recolectados y donados, en su mayoria por personas que
nunca conoceremos.
Fueron dos buenas semanas. Les agradezco a todos y estoy muy agradecido con todos los
que ayudaron tanto.
