“For God so loved the world that he gave his one and
only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not
perish but have eternal life” John 3:16

In these days | am reading the book” Looking for God in
Messy places” in which its author Jake Owensby the
bishop of Western Louisiana shares about his ministry
and stories of hope. In one of these stories he talks
about eternal life as part of our relationship with
Christ. | am glad to hear from bishop Owensby the
same concept thatlunderstand as part of our communion with Jesus. We don’t need
to die and be in another spiritual state to recognize and enjoy our eternal life with
Jesus. From this perspective human life is more than a testing ground, itis a unique
opportunity to grow in commitment and knowledge of the love of God that comes
to usin the places where we are and live.

Eternal life implies a double movement: 1) The unconditional love of God that come
to us as an invitation. 2) The human answer that in obedience to God with all heart,
soul, mind, and strength is capable to enter into personal friendship and develop a
fellowship stronger than any adversity.

In his letter to the Romans Paul manifests that the communion and relationship that
he has with God in Jesus is superior of any obstacle, including death. Who shall
separate us from the love of Christ? (Romans 8:35-39) This question far from being
a defiant statement is a declaration of faith from a person that had experimented
and enjoyed a deep communion of the unbreakable promises of God “I am with you
always, to the very end of the age.” Mt 28;20. Demonstrating God’s loyalty and love
for us.

Eternal life requires from us trust, obedience, believing and persevering. Like any
other relationship we need to invest, give, risk, learn, etc. From the narratives of the
Gospels it is possible to recognize that the invitation to follow Jesus is always a
change of mindset in which God is the priority and non-longer the marginal.

While the kind of relationship that brings eternal life needs our participation it is
depending mostly on God'’s grace. For this reason it is possible to enjoy it if in faith
we acknowledge and believe. | invite you to express gratitude to God’s generosity
and to strive in the awareness of the eternal life of God always around you

While serving as Deacon of Christ Church, | am also Executive Director of Children’s Food
Ministry. We began a mobile ministry in music, art, dance and gardening entitled “Mangos
v Mozart.” Our ministry serves children and families in East and South Dallas, Texas. The
children and families are from Mexico, Central America, Burma, Rwanda and Uganda.
Spanish and English are spoken in all classes. Mangos y Mozart is Christ centered and
welcomes all children from different faiths, cultures and languages. The girls are called “Las
Princesas" and the boys are called “The Knights” or “Los Caballeros.” Our students sing and
dance for Christ Episcopal Church Dallas in monthly Eucharists and perform for The Tyler
Street Tower Assisted Living and The Senior Center of Garland.

In our performances, the children sing and dance in a form of praise and worship. We have
sung and given ballet performances for “The Easter Song,” “Noche de Paz,” and ” El Gran
Amor del Senor” We also have sung and tap danced to “Rudolph the Red Nosed Reindeer”
and “Jesus Loves Me” or “Cristo me Ama,” singing of God’s strength (“we are weak but He is
strong”)

While watching and listening to the children dance and sing, we have seen a beautiful form
of praise and worship to God for His great Love, Faithfulness in the Incarnation of Jesus.
The children move with great expression of praise and worship in liturgical ballet and tap. |
have taught the children that while singing and dancing to music, we pray three times,
words, song, and dance. Through our words, song and dance, we offer ministry to our
church, to our elderly and to our community.

At each Spanish Eucharist, | am blessed to give the Deacon’s dismissal. Every Sunday, |
invite our Mlangos y Mozart children to sing in Spanish the dismissal. “Go now in Peace, Let
the Love of God surround you, everywhere you may go.” The congregation is so blessed to
receive their dismissal from their children, always remembering the eternal love of God.

Tenebrae, The Service of Darkness
Wednesday, April 5 at 7:00 PM

Tenebrae, the Service of Darkness, has been celebrated during Holy Week since the Middle
Ages. The principal ceremony in the service is the extinguishing of candles until the church
is in total darkness. Full of emotional anguish, the final chant is Psalm 51, "Have Mercy on
Me O God. A "great noise" is made at its conclusion, symbolizing the earthquake that
followed Christ's death at Golgotha.

There is much mystical associated with the Service of Tenebrae. One of the most
celebrated compositions in all of Christendom was Gregorio Allegri's setting of Psalm 51,
Miserere mei, dating from the 1630s, which concluded Tenebrae in the Sistine Chapel. It
was once a tightly guarded secret in the Vatican: the music was never published, and only
singers in the Chapel were allowed to see it. As the story goes, the fourteen-year-old
Mozart was visiting Rome when he heard it performed at Wednesday services in the Sistine
Chapel during Holy Week. He wrote the music down and returned the next day, making
minor corrections. The clandestine music was henceforth in public domain!

The Christ Church Choir will end Tenebrae with Allegri's setting of Psalm 51.

Please join us Wednesday during Holy Week for Tenebrae at 7:00. The service will offered
in memory of those in the parish community who have died during the last year.

Good Friday Lentil Soup and Hot Cross Buns

After the 12:00 Good Friday Service, you are invited to break the Lenten Fast with a
traditional meal of lentil soup and hot cross buns. The meal will be served in the parish hall.
The practice of Good Friday’s Hot Cross buns goes back to Queen Elizabeth who declared in
1592 that hot cross buns could only be sold on Good Friday, Christmas, or for burials. With
a cross on the top of each bun, they were special and not to be eaten on ordinary days.
According to legend, sharing a hot cross bun with somebody ensures a strong friendship
during the coming year. “"Half for you and half for me, between us two, good luck shall be,”
goes one ancient rhyme.

Tenebrae, El Servicio de las Tinieblas
Miércoles, 5 de Abril de 2023 a las 7:00 PM

Tenebrae, el Servicio de las Tinieblas, se celebra durante la Semana Santa desde la Edad Media. La ceremonia
principal en el servicio es la extincion de las velas hasta que la iglesia esté en total oscuridad. Lleno de angustia
emocional, el canto final es el Salmo 51, "Ten piedad de mi, oh Dios. Un "gran ruido" se hace en su conclusion,
simbolizando el terremoto que siguid a la muerte de Cristo en el Golgota.

Hay mucha mistica asociada con el Servicio de Tenebrae. Una de las composiciones mas célebres de toda la
cristiandad fue la adaptacion de Gregorio Allegri del Salmo 51, Miserere mei, que data de la década de 1630, que
concluyd Tenebrae en la Capilla Sixtina. Una vez fue un secreto muy bien guardado en el Vaticano: la musica
nunca se publico, y solo los cantantes en la Capilla podian verla. Segliin cuenta la historia, Mozart, de catorce
afos, estaba de visita en Roma cuando escuchd que se interpretaba en los servicios del miércoles en la Capilla
Sixtina durante la Semana Santa. Escribio la musica y regreso al dia siguiente, haciendo correcciones menores.
jLa musica clandestina era de ahora en adelante de dominio publico!

El Coro de la Iglesia Episcopal Cristo terminara Tenebrae con el arreglo de Allegri del Salmo 51.

Por favor, inase a nosotros el Miércoles durante la Semana Santa para Tenebrae a las 7:00. El servicio se ofrecera
en memoria de aquellos en la comunidad parroquial que han muerto durante el ultimo afio.

La préctica de los bollos del Viernes Santo se remonta a la reina Isabel, quien declaré en 1592 que los bollos de
cruz caliente solo podian venderse el Viernes Santo, Navidad o para entierros. Con una cruz en la parte superior
de cada bollo, eran especiales y no se comian en dias normales. Segun la leyenda, compartir un bollo cruzado
caliente con alguien asegura una fuerte amistad durante el proximo afio. "La mitad para ti y la mitad para mi,
entre nosotros dos, buena suerte serd", dice una antigua rima.

others), and being cheerfully humble.

It's the cleaning out the drawer before putting new stuff and practices in; the treating of infection before good
health can ensue; the exposing a cleaned wound to the air in order for it to heal.

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THE MAFIA MODEL

Have you noticed? Since, roughly, 2000 A.D./C.E. a negative pattern of social relationships in the U.S. has
grown from noticeable to predominate. | call this pattern "The Mafia Model". Stated simply it is: "Do crime,
but make it seem respectable, normal, ordinary (and if you can, Christian)." The Mafia's tools are: extortion,
protection rackets, bribery, theft, intimidation, money laundering, hostile take-overs, use of armed cadres
to enforce, a 'family’ organization of authoritarian hierarchy, threat of death by gunfire, ambush.

The business of Business (trade & exchange) instead of being a service to one's community by supplying
each other's needs, became profit-taking by whatever means necessary; but with a cover of constant
advertising of respectability and occasional service. Over the years this has been refined by training classes,
academic papers, the buying of independent media, suborning politicians and clergy, making "conning the
public" a common "business” practice --on a sliding scale. Instead of "my neighbor”, you became "my market"
(or target); my home became your "investment opportunity”. Money is used as a weapon to control events
and others rather than a means to benefit the wider society. Regulation by law is overcome by buying
politicians and elections; dismantling enforcement; discrediting common authority. "The Free Market"
instead of a style of balanced economics became predatory practices without regulations.

Language has been pirated to cover crime, just as crime bosses speak of murder as "business”, criminal
conspiracies as "families”, extortion as "protection”, and organizers of criminals as "godfathers”. Through
billions of dollars in advertising The Mafia Model speaks of public violence and intimidation as "saving our
nation”, slander and character assassination as "conservative’, overriding established rule of law as "our
rights”, bribery and intimidation used to elect and control politicians (and therefore legislation) as "normal
party politics”, or (direct quote) "How democracy works." The moral distinctions of right and wrong are
called "culture wars". The Mafia Model is a lived lie.... nothing Christian about it. Have you noticed?

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EL MODELO DE LA MAFIA

¢Te has dado cuenta? Desde aproximadamente el afio 2000 A.C/C.E., un patrén negativo de relaciones
sociales en los Estados Unidos ha pasado de ser notable a predominante. Yo llamo a este patrén "El modelo
de la mafia". Dicho simplemente es: "Cometen crimen, pero hacen que parezca respetable, normal, ordinario
(y si puedes, Cristiano)". Las herramientas de la mafia son: extorsién, extorsiones de proteccién, soborno,
robo, intimidacién, lavado de dinero, tomas hostiles, uso de cuadros armados para hacer cumplir, una
organizacion "familiar” de jerarquia autoritaria, amenaza de muerte por disparos, emboscada.

El negocio de los negocios (comercio e intercambio) en lugar de ser un servicio a la comunidad de uno al
satisfacer las necesidades de los demads, se convirtié en una toma de ganancias por cualquier medio
necesario; pero con una tapa de publicidad constante de respetabilidad y servicio ocasional. Sobre los afios
en que esto se ha refinado mediante clases de capacitacién, trabajos académicos, la compra de medios
independientes, politicos y clérigos sobornados. Hacer de "estafar al piUblico” una practica comin de
"negocios”, en una escala mévil. En lugar de "mi vecino”, te convertiste en "mi mercado” (u objetivo); Mi casa
se convirtié en su "oportunidad de inversién”. El dinero se utiliza como un arma para controlar los
acontecimientos y otros en lugar de un medio para beneficiar a la sociedad en general.

“l invite to the commitment of all members our community to support the Sr. Warden,
not just the Vestry- Thank you.”

E. Treasurer’s Report- Ellen Crandell
Ellen Crandell discussed that there are special funds that are not part of the General
Budget, some of which have specific goals.
She noted that the church investments in the stock market lost about 13% over the last
year 2022, but that is better than the general market.
She also noted that the church did not need to withdraw as much from investments as
is often the case.
She also noted the approved budget for 2022 was $300,000 and the Expenses were
about on budget.
The Pledges / Promesas and other sources for 2022 were $233,605, but was still
$65,000 short of needed.
The 2023 budget is $349,000, with $119,000 in pledges and promesas so far
“We need to pretend our endowment does not exist, money is a real thing, stewardship
must continue.

BERTRAM L. SMITH SCHOLARSHIP FUND -

Tom Crandell, the chairman of the Fund board, made a motion to call off the Annual
Parish Meeting and open in the business of the fund and the motion was duly seconded
and passed.

Tom noted that there have been no new requests for grants to support theological
studies in the last year. He also noted the last grantee, David Beadle, has completed his
training and is now at the Cathedral.

Tom noted that Armando Barrios will pass off of the board and three new members
needed to be added.

Those nominees are Charles Leonard, Alan Selway and Daniel Pearson.

A motion was made by Fran Pearson and duly seconded by DeeAnn Villalobos to
accept by acclamation. The motion passed.

Business being concluded, Tom made a motion to adjourn the fund business and return
to the business of the Annual Parish Meeting. Motion passed.
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VI.  CANON A. HARRISON LEE IIl FOUNDATION -
Rene Schmidt related that Canon Lee had told him that his “happiest years as a priest

were here at Christ Episcopal Church.”

The Foundation makes an annual contribution to the church and last year was $74,000

on the bulletin board that everyone may be informed of the business of the Parish.

Following the Annual Parish Meeting, the new Vestry met and elected the Senior and Junior
Wardens and treasurer for 2023.
