Haiti entered 2026 facing one of the most complex
crises in recent history. Armed gangs control large
teritories and violence has spread well beyond the
capital. Gang control of urban areas and most
transportation routes, along with increased gang
activity in rural areas, are disrupting livelihoods and
humanitarian access nationwide. Armed violence has
intensified and remains the dominant force shaping
most daily life. Humanitarian conditions continue to
deteriorate as funding shortfalls and the Middle East
war has begun limiting the reach of offered
assistance.

• Food insecurity affects 5.7 million people, with
nearly two million at emergency levels.

• Displacement has doubled to 1.4 million people in
one year.

• Many health facilities are barely functioning and
cholera has remained a major health concern.

Almost every day, we hear big explosions. We don't
know if it is drones or something else. Police continue
to arrest people involved in kidnapping; unfortunately
this does not dissuade others to stop. Ecnomically,
people's power of purchase has diminished and many
roads remain blocked and under gang control. We
believe the Lord sees, hears, and will rescue His
children. We are longing for peace. Thank you for your
prayers. We remain patient in FAITH that we will see
the glory of the Lord. Your prayers and financial
support have sustained us, and we are very thankful.
