• Be very knowledgeable about safety procedures in case of an emergency. 
• Ability to organize class roster and arrive prompt for all classes. 
• Make sure work area is cleaned and organized before, during, and after class is

• Fill out forms for accidents, injuries or other cases and report to Recreation 

Supervisor.

• First Aid/CPR/AED certified is preferred and will be required for in 

person workshop.

• Ability to make the right decisions and practice good safety awareness 

in all areas of this position.
