


A Resolution Supporting the Re-Authorization and Funding of the Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act

WHEREAS, the United States Congress recognized the need for housing assistance and economic development in Indian Country when it passed the Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act; and 
WHEREAS, Congress has proposed bills for the re-authorization of the Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act of 1996 (NAHASDA) and the Senate has introduced S. 2285, A bill to reauthorize the Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act of 1996 in the current 118th Congress; and 
WHEREAS, the reauthorization was included in the Senate passed version of the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) in the 117th and the 118th Congress, we urge the inclusion of the bill in final passage of the 2023 NDAA; and 
WHEREAS, the bill contains important amendments and improvements to the administration of NAHASDA programs that will benefit the use of the block grants to provide successful housing options; and 
WHEREAS, funding from the Indian Housing Block Grant (IHBG) is essential to [Insert Name of Tribe] who provide housing for its members and the local community; and
WHEREAS, the IHBG funds provides [Provide an example of how IHBG funding benefits your Tribe.] ; and 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that [Insert Name of Tribe] urges Congress, House and Senate, to swiftly approve and pass the reauthorization of NAHASDA;
