1. Mail-in Ballots can be gained then filled out on-site at designated Satellite Voting locations until 

Election Day Tuesday – November 3, 2020 – Poll Closes at 8:00 PM. 

 

2. Mail-in Ballot Registration Form Request / What to do if you cannot get to the Satellite Locations:   

            There are three ways to gain a Mail-in Ballot Registration Form or Absentee Ballot Request Form 

a.) Call the Philadelphia County Board of Elections (1-877-VOTEPA) Register by phone 

 

b.) Register On-line for an Absentee or Mail-in Ballot:

c.) See your Ward Leader or Committee Person to gain a Mail-in Registration Application 

Form or Absentee Ballot. 

 

3. After Receiving your Mail-in Registration Form or Mail-in Ballot 

 

a.) Fill out and sign the Mail-in Registration Form.  Make sure that the information you  

are providing matches the information on your voters registration card. 

 

b.) Place the application in  an envelope then mail to:  Philadelphia County Board of 

Elections – 520 Columbus Blvd., 5th Floor, Philadelphia, PA 19123.  Your request 

must be received by 5:00 pm on 10/27/2020 to receive your Voting Ballot. 

 

c.) After receiving your Mail-in Ballot 

 

• Cast your Vote (Make sure you follow the instructions) 

• Place the Ballot in the Secrecy envelope – Fill out all required information 

on the envelope – Double check before you Seal that Secrecy envelope  

• After sealing the Secrecy Envelope.  Place your Secrecy envelope inside the  

Mailing Envelope and fill it out and sign it 

• Remember your Ballot must be placed inside of the Secrecy Envelope and 

sealed so your vote can be counted 

 

4. Voting in Person:  90% of the normal polling places are expected to be open.  Notifications will be sent 

out by the Philadelphia County Board of Elections to show you where to go (check your mail) also 

 

• Bring your Patience 

• Wear a Mask  

• Social Distance 

• (1) Latex Glove will be provided to you before you vote
