As of the end of September we have received 

32.44% or $100,580 of our Pledge to National of 

$310,000.  We all know 2020 is not a normal 

year and giving has been down compared to 

same time last year.  Typically, the giving we 

receive is increased during November and 

December as units have year-end meetings, 

fundraisers, etc., and send in funds to their 

respective District Treasurers.  As local units are 

determining how much to send and how much to 

keep, please reference the following from the 

United Methodist Women Handbook 2017 ï 

2020 on ñEmptying the Treasury.ò 

ñEmptying the Treasuryò at the End of the Year 

The monies given for United Methodist Women 

are given for mission. However, a local group 

may discover, toward the end of a given year, 

that it has more money than it needs to carry it 

into the first few months of the new year. This 

may have happened because: Å The budgeted 

amount for the Pledge to Mission was too low. Å 

Sources of income were underestimated. Å 

Income from a fundraising event may not have 

been budgeted.  

A local group should keep in its treasury only the 

minimum amount necessary to carry it into the 

first few months of the next year, until membersô 

Mission Giving pledges and gifts begin coming 

in. The committee on finance recommends how 

to use these extra funds. The committee could 

choose one of the following options: 1. Send the 

extra funds as additional mission funds (added 

to your Pledge to Mission). 2. Present one or 

more Special Mission Recognitions or Gifts to 

Mission to members or friends of the unit. 3. 

Make a supplementary gift to ñA Brighter Future 

for Children and Youth,ò a mission program that 

receives United Methodist Women National 

Office funding.  

Funds given in these ways to ñempty the 

treasuryò should be sent to the district treasurer. 

The act of emptying the treasury is important 

because the funds were given to be used for 

mission, not to build up a bank account for the 

unit. Saving for a rainy day is not good 

stewardship since today is a rainy day for 

thousands of women, children and youth for 

whom our mission money offers hope. 

Local units, please be mindful of your District 

Treasurer cut off dates for 2020.  District 

Treasurers must send their funds to Conference 

by January 7, 2021 to be counted for 2020.  

Thank you for making 2020 a special year for 

mission and let us continue working hard for 

women, children and youth in 2021.

As an Earth Day 2020 and Climate Strike 

movement partner, we encouraged our 

membership to focus efforts in contacting our 

elected officials asking them to pass bipartisan 

legislation that protects our most vulnerable and 

the earth.

As we looked at our finances through August, we 

saw the effects of the quarantine. Mission giving 

was down $595,201. The North Central 

Jurisdiction was impacted the most. We were 

down over $229,623 from August 2019. Indiana 

Conference is down $55,556 from August 2019. 

As of August 2020, our conference had only 

reached 17.69% of our pledge. I know as we 

continue to find creative ways to meet and 

fellowship, this difference will become less. 

When we look at the organizationôs financial 

position year to date August, we are operating 

with net assets of $730,000. This is a million 

dollars less than last August. The decrease from 

year to year was mainly due to the decrease in 

mission giving because of the pandemic.  

The annual audit was reviewed by the outside 

auditing firm. Their opinion was that the 

financials were fairly presented for the fiscal year 

ending December 31, 2019. The investment 

portfolio was reviewed. Below is the list of 

investment accounts. 

As we reviewed our investments, we saw returns 

over our benchmarks except assets that are less 

risky like bonds. The Alma Matthews account is 

the only account that is heavy fixed income 

assets at 64.4%. The other accounts are 

reasonably diversified across all types of assets. 

And there is so much more that I will brief you on 

next month. As you can see, we are continuing 

in a mighty way to live out our purpose and to be 

good stewards over the blessing God has 

entrusted to us. So as we experiment with new 

ways of creative, supportive fellowship, let us be 

mindful of our sisters around the world who 

depend on us to continue to fight for a fair and 

equable wage, climate justice, against racism 

and for anti-racism and maternal and child 

health. Because if there is one thing that this 

pandemic has made me realize, is that the work 

of United Methodist Women is needed just as 

much today as it was in 1869 if not more. So 

sisters, let us continue making baby beanies, 

preparing repast lunches, sponsoring bake 

goods and soup sales and Zoom auction for 

mission dollars. Because there is still work to be 

done.

I become a member of the 1869 Society in 2019 
before our 150th Birthday Celebration, but It all 
began with my extraordinary mother, Aubrey 
Berniece Page Whaley who grew up as a 
Wesleyan Methodist, but joined the Fairview 
United Methodist Church in 1924 when she 
married Daddy, Wade Leon Whaley, already a 
United Methodist. She soon joined the Womenôs 
society of Christian Service and became a 
member of the Wesleyan Service Guild because 
she was a working mother. 

As a young adult I remember accompanying her to 
the Bloomfield,  United Methodist Church where 
she presented a program on Native Americans.

Day by Dayò along with our UMW Prayer 
Calendar. 

Nearly, ten years later, the state of Indiana 
merged into one conference. A woman who was 
chair of the Nomination Committee for the Indiana 
Conference and a liaison to the new Southeast 
District, asked me to lead and again I said ñYes,ò 
first as vice then as president of the newly formed 
Southeast District.  That woman whom I barely 
knew has become a dear friend and was with me 
in Boston for the 150th Birthday Celebration. This 
extraordinary woman is Mary Jane Compton, a 
former treasurer of United Methodist Women of 
Indiana and a member of the 1869 Society! 

Currently, as a member of the Indiana Legacy 
Team, Iôm honored to serve with Rita Gaither-
Gant, former member of the Womenôs Division 
and Carolyn Maxey, a former Conference Indiana 
President, both truly extraordinary women. Serving 
on the Indiana Legacy Team is a challenge but we 
believe our efforts will live on into perpetuity.  

In closing, I chose to become a member of the 
1869 Society because of the extraordinary women 
who have touched my life. Just opening the prayer 
calendar each morning reminds me of the lives I 
touch daily through my prayers and gifts.
