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Reframe Philanthropy
-When you hear the word philanthropy, what comes to mind?
Often it’s big checks, galas, names on buildings.
-But what if we reframed it? It’s not just giving money…it’s living with a philanthropic mindset. Not a budget line. It’s a line in your life-story.
- “Philanthropy” comes from the Greek philanthrōpía, meaning “love of humanity.”

Mindset vs. Transaction

[bookmark: _GoBack]-Many people think of philanthropy as a transaction: money equals outcome.
-What can I give? No matter the size of the gift it comes from the same spirit of giving…from someone’s “wealth.” Whether a $1000 check or four quarters.
-How can I give to others? A smile, a “hello.”
-Where can I bring my time, talents, connections? Not only those with a skill such as playing an instrument or ability to sing, but where I simply show up. Maybe someone makes great deviled eggs and shares them. That’s their talent!
-The point: money can solve problems. But mindset builds movements.

Three Pillars of the Philanthropic Mindset

-Time & Presence: The gift of time is priceless. Personal moments are cherished. Just how you show up…whether someone is sick, in need, or simply needing your smile.
-Talent & Expertise: Share your skills. Save someone time. Minimize someone’s pain. It doesn’t have to be grand. It can be simple, grounded in what you’re good at.
-Advocacy & Influence: Speak up for others when they can’t. Open doors when they don’t see them. Amplify others. Tell their story, help them stand taller.
Shift your question from how much can I give to how much can I contribute?
