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What is Nayrouz?

Nayrouz is the Coptic New Year, celebrated by Coptic Orthodox Christians to mark the beginning of the Coptic calendar on Thout 1(the first day of the Coptic calendar year.), which usually falls on September 11. It is both a joyful and solemn occasion that honors the martyrs of the Coptic Orthodox Christian faith, particularly those who suffered during the reign of the Roman Emperor Diocletian, whose rule began in 284 AD—the year from which the Coptic calendar begins. Known as the "Era of the Martyrs," this period is central to the identity and spiritual heritage of the Coptic Church. Nayrouz serves as a time for spiritual renewal, remembrance, and hope, blending historical reverence with the celebration of a new beginning. Traditions include special church services, joyful hymns, and symbolic foods like red dates and guava, which represent the blood of martyrs and the promise of eternal life.
