What is the Lunar New Year ?
Lunar New Year is one of the most important celebrations of the year among East and Southeast Asian cultures, including Chinese, Vietnamese and Korean communities, among others. The New Year celebration is usually celebrated for multiple days—not just one day as in the Gregorian calendar’s New Year. In 2024, Lunar New Year begins on February 10th and lasts for 15 days.
China’s Lunar New Year is known as the Spring Festival or Chūnjié in Mandarin, while Koreans call it Seollal and Vietnamese refer to it as Tết.
Tied to the lunar calendar, the holiday began as a time for feasting and to honor household and heavenly deities, as well as ancestors. The New Year typically begins with the first new moon that occurs between the end of January and spans the first 15 days of the first month of the lunar calendar—until the full moon arrives.

HOW TO OBSERVE the Lunar New Year in the Pharmacy 
1. Post on social media -Use #LunarNewYear , to post on social media. Wishing you and your family a happy and wonderful Lunar New Year filled with joy and prosperity.  Post this Lunar New Year graphic to supplement New Year wishes. 
2. Tell or listen to stories from your patients or employees-If you have an Asian background, enriching the pharmacy with your family history, traditions, and values help these stories stay alive! Tell stories that have been passed down, show old pictures, and (our personal favorite) cook up a big traditional Asian meal! Many Asian American families have meaningful accounts of hardships, discovery and drive that brought them to where they are today.
3. Host an Asian potluck at the pharmacy - Take your staff and patients on a cultural journey. Remember to take a few pictures of how you choose to celebrate this month and post them on social media with the hashtags listed above. 
4. Locate a Lunar New Year celebration event in your area and join in with health screenings. 
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
