Its mission is to 
provide a life-changing experience that inspires young people to achieve their personal best through 
service leadership and helping others succeed. 

The retreat creates a comfortable setting that helps everyone discover talents within themselves. 
Events are open to all students who have completed the eighth grade, including those currently in 
Key Club and students who have not yet been a part of a Kiwanis family program. Our specially 
trained facilitator this year is Jane Erickson, a past Kiwanis International president and Nebraska 
resident. Jane has facilitated Key Leader camps all over the world. 

Clubs are encouraged to 1) Share Key Leader information with their Key Club members and area 
high schools; 2) Recruit participants; and 3) Provide scholarships to pay for the registration and trav-
el to the camp. 

The cost is $250 per student. A chartered bus will leave from West Des Moines at noon on Friday 
and return Sunday afternoon for area Iowa participants. The cost is $100 per rider.  

The Nebraska-Iowa Kiwanis District Foundation will provide a $50 rebate (one per club) up to 60 
participating clubs. This will be deducted when clubs are invoiced. We appreciate the Foundation’s 
support for this very worthy cause.
