Selection Process

Key criteria for submissions include the project’s concept and design execution, application of new and existing equipment, functionality, materials, efficiencies built into the design, and good project management and budget management. The committee gives special weight to how well the design meets the foodservice needs and expectations of the client and the client’s customers. Professional quality photography is required with the submission.

The committee will select MAS projects based on the scope of the project work and how the FCSI member’s plan succeeded against the mission. MAS consultants entering the FCSI Project Showcase also will be responsible for providing professional photography/graphics that help tell the story. This can include facility images, client images, etc.

Designers/consultants with a featured project will be notified by August 20 and work with a writer to tell their stories.

Any foodservice facility or MAS project designed and/or implemented by a FCSI professional or senior associate member between June 2023 and May 2024. Submitted projects must not been featured in other foodservice industry publications.
