The Association of Flight Attendants-CWA has continued to advocate for Flight Attendants to be 
included with other essential workers in priority groups since the first vaccines were approved. The 
CDC announced that it’s safe for fully vaccinated (and masked!) people to travel, and we’re already 
seeing significantly higher passenger volumes. 
 
As we work to make sure our planes stay safe, it’s important for AFA to know whether members are 
able to receive the vaccine. AFA is conducting a vaccine survey – no personal information from the 
survey will be shared. Your responses will help AFA continue to advocate and focus efforts to ensure 
that Flight Attendants are able to receive the protection of the vaccine on our flights.

May 1st is Lei Day in Hawai’i and while we celebrate the spirit of aloha did you also know that in the 
late 19th Century, trade union and labor movements grew along with countless industries, prompting 
trade unionists to begin to choose various days to celebrate the people’s labor. In the United States 
and Canada, a September holiday called Labour Day, was first proposed in the 1880s. Several years 
later, in 1887, North America officially established Labor Day. 
 
May 1st, on the other hand, was chosen for International Workers’ Day to commemorate the 
Haymarket affair of May 4, 1886 in Chicago, when an unidentified person threw a bomb at the police, 
who responded by opening fire on the workers, killing four of them. Today, International Workers’ day 
is celebrated on every continent. 
 
This day is meant to celebrate the work of the everyday man. Take the day off, treat yourself and do 
something you’ve been wanting to do for a while. Or you could attend one of the many rallies or 
marches organized in many cities worldwide dedicated to raising awareness about wages and 
working conditions. After all, the first step towards making any kind of change is making people aware 
of the issue!
