1. Purpose 
The purpose of the Bill Straub Sr. Scholarship is to encourage and promote the attainment of high education goals 

for Foundation members who have participated in NFJG TOUR events and have demonstrated a high level of 

academic achievement during high school or college. 

 

2. Eligibility 
 

1. Applicants for the Bill Straub Scholarship must be 2019-2020 members (or past members 

currently in college) of the NFJGF.  

2. Applicants must have completed (or plan to complete) high school prior to August 1, 2020 and 

must be enrolled (or planning to enroll) as a full time student. A full time student is defined as 

one who is taking 12 or more hours in a course of study leading to a traditional associate (2 year) 

or baccalaureate (4-year) degree at an accredited college or university located within the United 

States, or considered a full-time student by his/her respective institution. 

3. Members must have competed in five NFJG Tournament Series events (single day) and four 

North Florida Junior Players Tour events (2-day events) during their senior year. College 

applicants must have satisfied the requirements during their senior season year on tour. 

 

3. Academic Scholarships 
 

The Bill Straub Sr. Scholarship is designed to award one recipient with a four-year scholarship ($2500 per year).  
 

4. Selection of Winners 
Scholarship recipients will be selected on the following competitive basis by using a combination of the 

following criteria; 

 

1. Academic Performance – including High School GPA, and ACT/SAT scores. 
2. Extracurricular Activities/Community Service 

3. Your Personal Statement.
