Day 1 - Oct 27, 2026: Overnight Flight

Day 2 - Oct 28, 2026: Montecatini Terme, Italy (D)

Your tour opens in the famous spa resort town of Montecatini Terme, nestled in the heart of the rolling hills of Tuscany. As travelers’
arrival times will vary, we have not included any sightseeing today.
