1. Starting times prior to 2:00pm will be considered 18 Hole Starting times.
a. If you are interested in playing 9 Holes in the Morning, if available, those starting
times will be during the first hour of the day (700am — 800am).
2. 9 Hole Starting times can be booked via the lottery after 2:00pm or in the first hour of the
day. Please indicate in the Notes of your 9 Hole desire.
3. Starting times that are open 24 Hours prior to the time you want to play, they can be
booked as a 9 Hole time.
a. This doesn’t mean you can book a time, take yourself out, and then re-book it inside
of 24 Hours.
