Award.


The	event	is	also	an	opportunity	to	recognize	the	important	role	that	employers	and	instructors	play	in	
the	apprenticeship	system	through	the	Outstanding	Instructor	award	and	the	Outstanding	Employer	
award.	The	SATCC	is	seeking	nominations	for	these	awards	which	will	be	recognized	at	the	celebration	
dinner.	Please	consider	nominating	an	employer	and/or	instructor	who	has	gone	above	and	beyond	to	
help	you	in	your	apprenticeship	training	and	career.	Nominations	are	due	Thursday,	August	31,	2023.
