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• Teachers are responsible for supervising students at all times. Parents should not 
take students away from their class, including for restroom breaks or to get items. 

• To help teachers monitor students, please keep some distance from groups, 
especially while they move between activities. 

• If your presence makes it harder for your child to participate fully, please consider 
stepping back so all students can get the most from the day.
