I am writing to request your cosponsor support of H. Con. Res. 72 for the 115th Congress.  This resolution expresses the sense of Congress that child safety is the first priority of custody and visitation adjudications, and that state courts should improve adjudications of custody where family violence is alleged.  
Sadly, my friend experienced a situation where her children reported abuse, but instead of protecting the children, they were forced to live full-time with their abusive father and were taken away from her. Child safety is NOT complicated.
In the resolution, you will see this is happening to 58,000 children each year and it has been documented 636 children have been murdered by a parent with abuse and custody issues in the US these past 10 years.
Some research shows there is a 70% chance of losing custody to the abuser when the protective parents report abuse during a custody hearing.
