Tues.(26th)  John 18:25-40	Verses 25-27 – When you blow it. How do you live with yourself?
Wed. (27th)   John 19-1-16a	If you were asked to put in a good word for Pilate, what would it be?
Maundy Thurs. (28th)  John 19: 16b-42   When Jesus said, “It is finished” he may have been saying, “Mission accomplished’. What would it take for you to be able to say, “Mission accomplished” at the time of your last breath?
Good Friday (29th)   John 20:1-18	When you bury someone you love – what helps with the grief?
Holy Saturday (30th) John 20:19-31	Into what current situation is Jesus’ peace needed? Where in your personal life?
Easter (31st)  John 21:1-25	Why do you think Jesus repeated the same question and charge to Peter three times? How is Peter supposed to demonstrate his love and loyalty to Jesus after the resurrection? What does this say to me?
