The following proposed changes to the GMCDD Fee Schedule reflect the changes to the Florida Statute.

	·Add:   Private Provider Administrative Fee: $40.00 per identified inspection in the provided report 
	·Change: New fee establishing a Building Administrative Review, providing for an 11% reduction compared to a Building Code Inspection. 

	·Justification: The Private Provider Administrative Fee is a reduction of the current $45.00 collected for a building inspection fee. The fee reduction will be applied to Building Trade Private Provider Inspections only. The new administrative fee is based on the reductions in operating costs from field activity compared to increased office activities for tracking project progress, software enhancements, processing, and documentation storage.
