Official Rules and Regulations 

1. Contest is open to all AAFSC Skaters- Learn to Skate OR Club- Must be currently enrolled at AAFSC to enter. 

2. Contest begins Friday, February 7th and ends Monday, March 9th at 5:00 PM 

3. To enter, print out or pick up the ticket sales sheet in the AAFSC Office. 

 

4. Entry must be received by AAFSC Office no later than 5:00PM on Monday, March 9th by drop off. No late entries will 

be considered. 

5. It’s like selling Girl Scout cookies or pizza kits- ask your family, friends, neighbors, teachers, colleagues, etc. Be sure to 

select which show and how many tickets they will be purchasing and collect correct dollar amount. Bring cash/check 

payments into AAFSC Office to submit your sales sheet for contest entry and you will receive your tickets at this time 

to pass out to your customers. Online ticket orders will not go towards a skater’s ticket sales. It is the skater’s 

responsibility to distribute all tickets they sell. 

6. No maximum number of ticket sales sheets. Only one skater can receive credit per sheet. 

7. One (1) winner for total dollar-value sales and one (1) winner with the most total number of tickets sold. We will 

contact the winners by email on or about Wednesday, March 11th, 2020. The winners will be presented contest prize at 

Dress Rehearsal. Skaters are only eligible to win one prize. 

8. By participating, Contest entrants: (1) represent that they have complied with these Official Contest Rules; (2) have 

received parental consent  

9. AAFSC is not responsible for lost, late or misdirected entries, or incomplete/incorrect entries. 

10. AAFSC reserves the right to disqualify anyone who attempts to tamper or otherwise interfere with the proper
