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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FROM  
OUR CONGREGANTS AND FRIENDS: 

 
GIL GOLDSTEIN’S father was Col. Raymond Goldstein, "Chief of 
Intelligence" for General Eisenhower and was instrumental in 
the opening of the Concentration Camps. It is believed that he 
was the highest ranking Jew on Eisenhower's staff. 
 
TOBY MORGANSTEIN’S 95-year old aunt was able to identify 
Toby’s Great Grandmother, Miriam Jacobs, who fled the Nazis on 
a motorcycle but was later shot. 
 
DAVID ELIAS’S son-in-law David Wein, provided a copy of the 
emotive presentation that his grandmother, Hani (Helen) Kahan, a 
survivor, has given to high school students. 
 
PAMELA ELLIOTT’S grandmother, Alberta Conger Davis Elliott, 
escaped to England from Germany under the Kindertransport 
program on the eve of WW ll. 
 
TONI SUSAN EWING’S father, Sigmond (Simcha) Rotenberg 
and three siblings were hidden throughout the war in Liege, 
Belgium by several families, including  two brothers who 
were Catholic priests. Yad Vashem in Jerusalem has recognized 
these brave people as Righteous Among The Nations, 
based on testimony by Wolfgang Rotenberg, her uncle. 
 
FRED LISSAUER’S mother, Lucille Harlam Lissauer fled to 
England from Germany under the Kindertransport program prior to 
WW ll. Fred was named after Fritz Harlam, his uncle, who served 
with the US Army in Europe during WW 11 and died in action. 
 
VIVIAN TREVES’S father, Peter Treves, fled fascist Italy and the 
Racial Laws against Italian Jews, arriving in the U.S. at the 
outbreak of WW 11. in Europe, in September,1939. As a young 
economist he served in the Italian Section of the famed OSS – 
Office of Strategic Services in Washington, DC. There he helped 
to develop allied military missions in Italy and plan for the post-war 
reconstruction of the country. Elais Emanuele Treves, his father 
and other relatives, perished in the Holocaust.
