WHAT’S NEEDED?  NON-MEDICAL ASSISTANCE AT COVID-19 TEST SITE - SPECIAL 
NEED FOR SPANISH SPEAKERS 
All adults in Napa County, whether they are symptomatic or not, may now make 
appointments for free COVID-19 tests. This requires more staffing at the Napa Expo 
test site. 
 
OPPORTUNITY:  Greet. Check licenses and appointment slips through closed car 
windows. Direct traffic. Assist with administrative tasks. Spanish a plus. 
 
# OF VOLS NEEDED:  3  (Ages 18-60, in good health) 
 
DAY/DATE/TIME:  Looking for a one month commitment, two shifts per week. If 
that's not possible, then a two week minimum with two shifts per week. Shifts are 
9AM-1PM or 12-5PM, Mon.-Sat.  
 
LOCATION:  Napa Expo. Enter from Silverado and park in first lot. Further instructions 
once you RSVP. 
 
TRAINING:  On site. Further info once you RSVP.  
 
HEALTH AND SAFETY:  Bring and wear your own face cover. Water/lunch provided. 
Dress for outside work:  hat, sunglasses, sunscreen. Social distancing strictly observed.
