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OVERVIEW

ALERT: TOMATOES, PEPPERS, CAULIFLOWER, CORN, GREEN ONIONS, LIMES

- Severe weatherin the South has caused shortages and higher prices for peppers, limes, cucumbers, squash, zucchini,
& chilies, corn, and green beans. Carrots are also very limited due to weatherissues. Lettuce quality is generally good,
though pricing varies by grower. Broccoli prices are rising again, while cauliflower remains high but isimproving. Red
grapes are plentiful and green grapes are tight, though that price gap is expected to reverse soon. Citrus is mostly
steady but skewed toward larger sizes. The berry market is mostly steady, except for tight blueberry supplies.

TRANSPORTATION:
Capacity out west, especially in Yuma, will continue to be tight as weather delays back east subside. We are seeing
delays along the Mexican border, remnant of political issues that were causing delays in Mexico. Plan ahead and

Florida: Isolated showers through the weekend (0.02-0.15in). Temps: highs 78-88°, lows 58-70°. Winds 15-25mph

California: Clouds and gusty winds Wednesday; lows 30s—50s, highs 60s- 70s. High pressure returns Thursday,

highs 60s—80s, lows 30s.

Arizona: Cooling Thu as a cold front drops highs fo 68-75° and lows fo 45— 50°. Winds gust 20-25mph Thu, easing Fri. Gradual warming weekend.

Mexico: Showers increase Wed-Thu (0.10-0.35in), then isolate. Temps stay warm: highs 75-82°, lows 45-55°.

FRUITS AND VEGETABLES
Avocados: Markets in Mexico have edged slightly higher, with
peak sizes running 40 and 48 count. Dry matter and oil content are

in the low 30s, and the fruit is eating very well.

Pineapples: ESCALATED The pineapple market is stable
compared to last week but remains tight due to prior rain and
planting gaps. Contracts continue to take priority. Larger sizes are
expected toincrease slowly toward the end of Feb. For sizing, 6- and
7-crown counts are up, 8-crown counts are steady, and 8- and
10- crown crownless remain fight. Organic pineapples also remain
limited.

Gra pes: The import season is in full swing, with strong volume from
Peru and Chile. Supplies are good on both coasts, prices are steady,
and this market is expected to continue through April.

Bananas: Banana supply remains stable despite strong demand
for school business rapidly ramping up. Overall, banana quality has
been very good.

Apples: ESCALATED The market continues to trend upward at
a gradual yet steady pace. This season has presented notable
challengesforfoodservice sizes, asthe overall crop across all varieties
has skewed larger than typical. Coupled with lower packouts and
aggressive retail bag programs, this has driven unusually strong
demand and elevated pricing for smaller, lower grade apples. These
conditions are expected to persist until the arrival of the new crop
Pears: The pear market is beginning to strengthen. Strong
production of Anjou, Bosc, and Red pears is starting to meet rising
demand. More shippers are finishing Bartletts for the season, and
foodservice sizes are less available than in recent weeks.
Blueberries: ESCALATED This item is seeing rising prices due to
adverse weatherin Central Mexico, Chile, and California. Availability
islimited, and ongoing cartel activity in Mexico is expected to further
constrain supplies from Central Mexico and Baja

Raspberries: ESCALATED Markets are rising as availability tightens.
Cold weather and ongoing cartel issues are further restricting

supplies from CEMEX.

Strawberries: ESCALATED California is recovering from last week’s
rain, with production expected to improve by the end of the week.
Baja and CEMEX continue to face logistics and labor challenges due
fo recent cartel activity. Florida production remains steady, though
cooler temperatures are returning, with overnight lows forecasted

around 36 degrees, but no hard freeze is expected.

CALIFORNIA CITRUS
Lemons: District 3 (CA Desert/AZ) will finish packing this week, with

minimal final floors available the week of the 16th. District 1 (San

Joaquin Valley) will serve as the primary growing region until District
2 (Oxnard/ Ventura County) ramps up in late March to early April.
District 1 is currently peaking in 140/165/115 counts.
Imports/Specialities: ESCALATED The California Navel crop is
heavily weighted toward larger sizes, peaking on 56 and 72 count,
while small sizes (113 and 138 count) remain very limited through
the season and into Valencias. Flexibility with size and grade will be
needed, with substitutions to larger Navels or Cara Cara oranges
likely. Suppliers will hold to contract size averages, and advance
orders of 4-5 days are recommended. Expect elevated markets
on Choice, Fancy, and small-size fruit, and encourage schools
and DOD programs to accept 88 or 72 count. Star Ruby grapefruit
are available, peaking at 48 count, and are being shipped from
Riverside and the San Joaquin Valley.

Limes: ESCALATED Lime prices remain high due to reduced
Mexicanyields from cold weather and January freezes. Tight supplies
are expected through April, with limited relief from Colombia, Peru,

and other sources. Volatile markets are likely at least through April.

STONEFRUIT

Imported peaches, plums, and nectarines are available with

fair supply on both coasts, and the market remains steady with
reasonable prices. A few domestic kiwis are still shipping from
California, supplemented by imports from Greece and ltaly.
Domestic Asian pears are also shipping from California and are

expected to continue at least through March.
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CALIFORNIA LETTUCE
Iceberg: ESCALATED Supplies are expected to tighten by the end

of this week and further next week. Very warm temperatures in Yuma

starting Wednesday will likely lead fo insect damage, lightweights, and
pufiiness. The best deals are expected Tuesday through Thursday, so
plan heavier orders this week to take advantage of competitive pricing.
Next week will see active markets, with escalated pricing confinuing on
all value-added lettuce items.

Romaine & Romaine Hearls: Romaine quality is good.

EASTERN AND WESTERN VEGETABLES

Bell Pepper: ESCALATED Florida: Severe freezes have caused major

losses in unprotected bell pepper fields, with supplies expected to stay

limited through March and April. Mexico: Crossings are down due to
pest and disease pressure and more red harvests, tightening number
one green bell pepper volume through March. Overall Market: Strong

demand is expected to keep pricing elevated in the weeks ahead.

Eggplant: ESCALATED FL's eggplant season has ended until late
March, leaving Mex as the primary supplier. Recent weather has limited
Mex volumes, resulting in an active market with high prices. Strong
demand is expected to outpace supply, keeping markets firm through
mid-March.

Slicer Cucumber: Mexican production is rising under favorable
weather, leading supply. Florida is finished after freezes, and Honduras

volume is limited to contracts, keeping markets firm.

Zucchini & Yellow Squash: ESCALATED Florida production remains
very limited following the recent cold snap, with Homestead fields still
recovering. Both items are in light supply, with tight availability in key
districts. High demand in Nogales is pushing prices higher. Volumes are
expected to gradually improve in 2-3 weeks, though yellow squash

quality remains variable.

English Cucumber: Eastern supply is primarily coming from
Honduras, with limited volume and quality challenges. Florida fields are
delayed, with gradual increases expected into April. Overall availability

remains light fo moderate in the near term.

Green Beans: Supply and quality will be mixed this week as most

growing regions deal with weather-related pressure.

MELONS

Ccmtaloupe: Eastern supply is primarily coming from Honduras, with
limited volume and quality challenges. Florida fields are delayed, with
gradual increases expected into April. Overall availability remains light

to moderate in the near term.

Honeydew: Offshore and Mexican honeydews are available, but
challenges are expected throughout March. Fields in Guatemala
and Honduras have been affected by plant viruses, leaving Mexican

honeydews to help supplement the market.

Watermelon: ESCALATED Lower yields and Mexican border issues
have kept watermelon prices elevated. Coolertemperatures nationwide
have slightly reduced demand, but limited Mexican crossings have

shifted focus to offshore watermelons.
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MIXED VEGETABLE
Articholkes: ESCALATED Quality is good, and supplies are limited.

Aqurqgus: ESCALATED The Mexican asparagus market remains
firm, with demand outpacing supply and FOB pricing holding at $28 to
$30. Although all regions are harvesting, yields remain below historical
averages. If production does not improve soon, supply could fighten

further heading into Easter.

Broccoli/Broccoli Crowns: ESCALATED Broccoli supplies are
tightening this week, driving higher markets. Prices are expected to rise
gradually into the weekend, as planting gaps from late November and

early December rain events contfinue to limit availability.

Broccolini and Sweet Baby Broccoli: WATCHLIST Quality is fair,

and supplies are extremely fight on this item.

Brussels Sprouts: Brussels sprout supplies and quality continue to

improve, with the market expected to remain steady into next week.

Carrots: (JUMBOS, MEDIUMS, AND CELLOS) ESCALATED Harvest in
the Bakersfield region is nearly complete, with growers beginning light
activity in the Imperial Valley. Significant improvement in California
carrotf supply is expected in 2 to 4 weeks. Harvesting too early could
result in smaller-sized carrots, but in a few weeks sizing and availability

should be strong.

Cavuliflower: ESCALATED Caulifiower supplies remain tight but are
gradually improving this week, with the market expected to ease slightly

intfo the weekend.

Celery: ESCALATED Overall, the market remains firm across multiple
suppliers, with all sizes being harvested. Availability is moderate to light
in both northern and southern regions. Elevated pricing on all value-
added items is expected to continue at least through this week. Quality

remains good, with only minor seeder issues reported.

Cilantro: ESCALATED The market is active and supplies are very tight.
High demand has contfinued. Growers should be able to cover normal

volumes.

Corn: All corn available out of Nogales! We are seeing more supply

and quality is improving.

Fennel: EXTREME The fields are seeing lower yields and therefore there

is a shortage in supply. Pricing will stay escalated until supplies improve.

Garlic: The CA garlic crop is progressing with good quality,

complemented by ongoing Mexican supplies.

Ginger: Supplies and market are steady.

Cabbage: steady with mixed pricing; seeing firm availability.
Green Onions: WATCHLIST Supplies tight; market remains high.

Kale (Green): Kale supplies and quality remain strong, with similar

conditions expected info next week.
Mushrooms: Excellent supplies and availability.
Napa Cabbage: ESCALATED Quality and supplies are improving.

Parsley (Curly, lalian): ESCALATED Supplies and quality look
good.

Rapini: Quality is good, but supply continues to be light. The market is

strong and therefore the supplies will continue o be light.
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Red Cabbage: WATCHLIST Quality is good, but supplies are light.

Snow and Sugar Snap Peas: WATCHLISTImports have been affected
by cold weather - limiting yields. Demand is steady and markets remain
elevated. Quality is reported as fair.

Spinach: WATCHLIST Supplies are limited with some growers and quality
is good.

Spring MixX: WATCHLIST Supplies on Spring mix are tightening up with
insect damage affecting some of the varieties. We have added this item
to the watchlist.

ONIONS

Onions are available from Washingfon, Idaho, and Utah. Demand has
slowed this week due to nationwide weather concerns. Yellow and red
onion prices remain steady, while white onion prices are rising, driven by
fransportation costs. Mexican onions from Texas have started, and U.S.

Texas onions are also available.

POTATOES

Supply and demand are balanced, and sheds are looking to make
deals. Smaller counts are becoming harder to find. Burbanks are now
available, with Norkotahs as the main variety. Washington potatoes are
producing excellent quality, peaking on mid sizes, while large and smaller
counts remain snug. Florida colored potatoes are available, and trucking
continues to drive the market.

TOMATOES

Round and Roma Tomatoes: ESCALATED U.S. tomato supplies are
tightening sharply after late-January sub-freezing temperatures in Florida
devastated crops, limiting domestic production through mid-April or later.
Mexican volumes, usually a key supplement, are lighter than normal due
fo prior weather damage and recent violent unrest causing roadblocks,
shipment delays, and freight issues. Tight supplies and market pressure are

expected to continue through March.

Snacking Tomatoes: (Cherry, Grape and Medley) Florida volumes
are slightly lighter with smaller sizing. Mexico supply is limited, though new

acreage is coming online. Overall availability is expected to improve

modestly.
