My Dear Parishioners, 

The chancery office of the Diocese of San Jose issued a letter yesterday stating that indoor 
worship in all parishes of our Diocese are temporarily suspended, effective today, November 17, 
2020. This order coincides with the mandate of Santa Clara County in returning the whole 
county to the most restrictive Purple Tier. This is due to the increased COVID-19 cases and 
hospitalizations that is taking place in our county. Under the California Blueprint Tier 
framework, Purple Tier does not allow indoor worship for churches. However under the 
County’s updated Mandatory Directive for Gathering, outdoor gatherings may be held with up 
to 200 people. 

 
For this weekend, November 22, 2020 we will observe the following schedule for our outdoor 
worship: 

1. Outdoor Mass - English - 10:00 am 
2. Outdoor Mass -Spanish - 11:30 am 

 
Please visit our website in order to register/reserve if you choose to attend our Outdoor 
Mass. As usual we will observe the County’s directives for outdoor gathering where we will 
observe social distancing of at least six feet from one another, sanitizing our hands, and wearing 
facial covering. 

 
Please also check the weather to protect yourself accordingly from the cold weather. Bring also 
your own portable chairs. If in case it rains, and choose not to come, you do not need to cancel 
your reservations. 

 
We will continue to observe the ZOOM Mass schedule as usual, English at 11:00 am and 
Spanish at 1:00 pm on November 22, 2020. 

 
More information will be put out in the near future regarding our Mass schedules, especially as 
we prepare for the coming of the Advent and Christmas season. Please try to visit from time to 
time our parish website for updated information of our Mass Schedules.
