The life of a prophet/disciple is not an
easy one as is evidenced in today’s
readings. It is also very easy to see the

connection between today’s first reading
from Jeremiah and the Gospel passage from Matthew. Today’s first reading
is from the Book of the Prophet Jeremiah. Jeremiah was born sometime
around 650 BC and prophesized up and beyond the destruction of Jerusalem
by the Babylonians in 587 BC (the beginning of the Babylonian Captivity).
He briefly remained amongst the ruins of Jerusalem until forced to flee to
Egypt by Jewish conspirators. There, tradition has it, his own people
murdered him. The Book of Jeremiah, as we know it, was assembled
shortly after his death. Jeremiah and Jesus are often identified together, as
each was persecuted by and suffered under their enemies. Preaching the
word of God is not the best way to make friends and influence people.
Jeremiah preached against the infidelity of the people of the Southern
Kingdom of Judah and their kings. That made him a marked man. Even his
friends deserted him and tried to trap him. Now, Jeremiah is near despair.
Yet he still firmly believes that God will not let his enemies prevail over
him - “they will not triumph”. He asks the Lord to “let me witness the
vengeance you take on them, for to you I have entrusted my cause”. Asa
believing Jew in the 6th century BC, there was no heaven or hell or any
afterlife as we know it. It would be approximately 400 years later in the
Book of Daniel that resurrection and an afterlife would be introduced.
Therefore, if the Lord did not punish Jeremiah’s enemies while he was alive,
then Jeremiah would have considered that a punishment, not a reward. He,
therefore, instructs the people to not give up during persecution. Trust in
God will bring them through it. Today’s Gospel reading is from Matthew.
This is the second of three consecutive Sunday’s dedicated to Jesus
“Mission Discourse” (10:1 — 42). Jesus is instructing the Apostles before
He sends them on their first mission that the life of a disciple is not an easy
one. By proclaiming the Word of God, they will be persecuted and many
will die for their faith, but their faith in God will bring them through it.
Jesus constantly tells His apostles “do not be afraid of those who kill the
body but cannot kill the soul”. By courageously proclaiming the Word in
the face of persecution and death, the Lord will always be with them. Their
reward will be great as they will attain the Kingdom of God. They will have

everlasting life.

21 de junio

Luis Gonzaga naci6 en palacio y goz6 de la vida cortesana.
Desde los cinco afios su padre le inicio6 en la vida militar,
esperando que ademas de heredar el trono, hiciera carrera
politica y militar. Pero su madre queria que fuera sacerdote.
A los siete afios tuvo una experiencia de Dios y ahi cambid
su vida, pues se prometid a si mismo que seria santo y
comenzo a ayunar varias veces por semana. Posteriormente,
a los 14 afios renuncid a su titulo nobiliario y a sus herencias,
cediéndolas a su hermano. Mientras estudiaba filosofia en la
Universidad de Alcala de Henares ley6 la vida de los
misioneros jesuitas y decidid hacerse jesuita. Ingresé al
noviciado jesuita a los 17 afios, bajo la direccion de san
Roberto Belarmino. Ahi, el padre superior, le pidié que
redujera sus horas de oracion y a lo extremado de sus
penitencias. Por esos afios una epidemia azotd6 Roma y ¢él, sin
pensarlo dos veces, se ofrecio de voluntario en el hospital,
donde se contagi6 de la enfermedad, encontrando la muerte a
los 23 afios.

En nuestro mundo actual, parece que hay muchas cosas que nos hacen temerosos. Podemos ponernos angustiados por
nuestras finanzas personales, relaciones, decisiones mediocres que nuestros hijos hacen, problemas en el trabajo, el cambio
climatico, la manera en que nuestra parroquia es administrada o un millén de otras cosas.

Si algo que parece tan insignificante o fortuito lo conoce Dios, jcuanto
mas nosotros somos amados y cuidados! Toma un momento, mira el mundo alrededor tuyo, respira, inhala, y pide la ayuda
de Dios en tus necesidades. Dale vuelta a ese asunto y pon tu confianza en un Dios amoroso.

Recuerda, sin embargo, Jesus pocas veces sana sin algun tipo de accion de nuestra parte. Cuando pongas tus preocupaciones
en las manos de Dios, quiza pueden ser necesarios otros pasos. /Es tiempo de sacar una cita con un profesional? ;Hora de
ponerle nombre al problema? ;O es el tiempo para confesarse en el Sacramento de la Reconciliaciéon? La fuerza del mal
surge por permanecer en la oscuridad. Cuando ya no nos cerramos o sufrimos solos, sino que compartimos nuestras
preocupaciones con alguien, podemos empezar a crecer, sanar y empezar a superarlos. Rara vez es magico o instantaneo. Es
un proceso prologado y dificil. Pero nos aferramos a un recordatorio sencillo, “jti eres mas valioso que muchos pajaros!”
