Oslo
Arrive at Oslo Gardermoen Airport. Transfer to hotel in city center. Balance of day free to adjust to time change. Welcome dinner and overnight at the classic Grand Hotel.

Oslo
Sightseeing tour of Oslo includes a visit to Vigeland Sculpture Park, the largest sculpture park in the world by a single artist, boasting over 200 pieces by Norwegian sculptor Gustav Vigeland and a photo stop at Holmenkollen Ski Jump.    Afternoon and evening free for shopping and independent explorations.  Dinner on own.  Overnight at hotel.

Oslo – Rjukan
Drive to Telemark, an area rich in cultural traditions.  Enroute to Rjukan, tour Heddal Stave Church, the largest of the remaining 28 stave churches in Norway.  Continue to Vemork, the hydroelectric power plant, where the Nazis produced “heavy water” for their atomic bomb experiments.  Learn about the German occupation of Norway during World War II on a tour of the former power plant.  Dinner and overnight at Gaustablikk Høyfjellshotell.  

DAY 6  	MONDAY, JUNE 3, 2024			[B,L,D]
Rjukan – Lofthus
Visit the Hardangervidda National Park Center. Learn about the thousands of wild reindeer roaming the plateau through a variety of interactive exhibits. Lunch. Continue to Hardanger, the heart of Norway’s cherry, apple and pear orchards. Dinner and overnight in fjordview rooms at the charming Ullensvang Hotel situated alongside the spectacular Sørfjord.  

DAY 7  	TUESDAY, JUNE 4, 2024 			[B,L]
Lofthus – Bergen 
Cross the Hardangerfjord on Norway’s version of the famed Golden Gate Bridge. Guided tour of a local fruit farm followed by a light lunch and taste of delicious apple pie. Enroute to Bergen stop at Steindalsfossen, one of the most popular waterfalls in Norway. Dinner on own.  Overnight at the Opus XVI Hotel, offering guests a taste of the composer Edvard Grieg’s, remarkable life, his relationships and his unique life story.

DAY 8 	WEDNESDAY,  JUNE 5, 2024		[B,D]
Bergen
Morning sightseeing tour of Bergen includes a visit to Troldhaugen, the home of Norway’s internationally-known composer, the late Edvard Grieg.  Tour concludes with a guided walk through the historic Hanseatic Wharf.  Balance of afternoon and evening free.  Dinner and overnight at hotel.

Bergen – Flåm – Balestrand
Drive to Voss. Depart by train on the famed Oslo-Bergen Railway.  At Myrdal transfer to the Flåm Line and descend the Flåm Valley, dropping 2800 feet within 13 miles. Cruise the scenic Aurlandfjord and cross the mighty Sognefjord to Balestrand.  Dinner and overnight at the historic Kviknes Hotel.

Balestrand – Loen
Scenic drive through the Norwegian fjord country.  Opportunity to purchase quality crafts and woven products at Audhild Viken’s Weaving Workshop in Skei.   Afternoon excursions to the sparkling Briksdal Glacier. Dinner and overnight at Hotel Alexandra.  

DAY 11 	SATURDAY, JUNE 8, 2024		[B,D]
Loen – Molde
Depart for the Norwegian Fjord Horse Center in Nordfjordeid, “The Mecca of the Fjord Horse.”   The Center is the primary center of research dedicated to this particular breed of horses.   Learn about the history of the Norwegian fjord horse.  Lunch.  Proceed to Molde, the “City of Roses.”  Dinner and overnight at Scandic Seilet Hotel or similar.
