PRELUDE: Phantasy on the hymn "Holy, Holy, Holy": Inleiding en Koraal		Piet Post

Post (1919–1979) was a Dutch organist and teacher, and a consultant to organ builders.  He served as organist of the Great Jacobin Church of Leeuwarden (Friesland) from 1949 until his death.  The glorious hymn Nicaea [362 in the blue hymnal] was written by the English bishop Reginald Heber (1783–1826) and set to music in 1861 by John Bacchus Dykes (1823–1876).  It paraphrases the Sanctus of the Mass as well as verses from Isaiah and Revelation. The Inleiding [Introduction] of this fantasy (1961) starts with a declamatory introduction interspersed with a statement of the tune.

FIRST READING:  Proverbs 8:1-4, 22-31

The Book of Proverbs comes from a type of writing known in biblical studies as Wisdom Literature.  This name comes from the way in which religious teachings are presented as ancient, inherited wisdom to guide the morally and spiritually inexperienced. The Books of Job, Song of Songs, Ecclesiastes and some of the psalms also belong to this genre.        

Does not wisdom call, and does not understanding raise her voice?  On the heights, beside the way, at the crossroads she takes her stand; beside the gates in front of the town, at the entrance of the portals she cries out:  "To you, O people, I call, and my cry is to all that live.  The LORD created me at the beginning of his work, the first of his acts of long ago.  Ages ago I was set up, at the first, before the beginning of the earth.  When there were no depths I was brought forth, when there were no springs abounding with water.  Before the mountains had been shaped, before the hills, I was brought forth--when he had not yet made earth and fields, or the world's first bits of soil.  When he established the heavens, I was there, when he drew a circle on the face of the deep, when he made firm the skies above, when he established the fountains of the deep, when he assigned to the sea its limit, so that the waters might not transgress his command, when he marked out the foundations of the earth, then I was beside him, like a master worker; and I was daily his delight, rejoicing before him always, rejoicing in his inhabited world and delighting in the human race.

Two of the most important doctrines of our faith had their roots in this passage:  justification, and sanctification.  The good news of this passage is that, through Christ we have been rendered innocent, or justified.  Through the gift of the Spirit we are given the hope and strength to live new lives in Christ.  We have been sanctified, or set apart as God’s own.


Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have obtained access to this grace in which we stand; and we boast in our hope of sharing the glory of God.  And not only that, but we also boast in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, and hope does not disappoint us, because God's love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us.
