 At Home: 
· ﻿﻿A warrant must include your name, address, and a JUDGE'S signature, not an immigration officer 
· ﻿﻿Stay calm and silent 
· Do not consent to a search. 
· Document everything to help your lawyer later 
· You can record or take pictures as long as you don't physically/verbally interfere with their process 
· Use the ACLU app to automatically upload photos/videos. 
In the Community NOT AT WORK: 
· Ask, "Do I have the right to leave?" If yes, leave calmly and ask for an attorney 
· Carry a license and proof you've been in the U.S. for over 2 years (bills, mail, etc.) 
· Avoid carrying proof that you're not a U.S. citizen 
· You can record or take pictures as long as you don't physically/ verbally interfere with their process 
· Use the ACLU app to automatically upload photos/ videos. 
While Driving: 
· Give standard documentation: License, registration & proof of insurance 
· ﻿﻿Don't answer questions or consent to a search 
· ﻿﻿Passengers can also decline a search 
· You can record or take pictures as long as you don't physically/ verbally interfere with their process 
· Use the ACLU app to automatically upload photos/ videos. 
At Work: 
· Officials can only enter PUBLIC areas such as lobbies, parking lots but they cannot enter private areas such as break rooms, kitchens, etc. unless they have a search warrant signed by a JUDGE or if the employer grants permission to search 
· When driving in the community hand the officer the TASC blue envelope/card
· 
For Parents of children K-12: 
· Create a family plan and inform your child's school 
· ﻿﻿Update emergency contact cards and notify listed individuals in case you are detained to avoid added stressors
