See with your heart

Scripture says that God wants to
be intimate with us but it can be
challenging to feel close to
someone we can’t see in human
form. Remember that God said,
“Call to me and I will answer you,
and will tell you great and hidden
things which you have not known”
(Jeremiah 33:3).

And, Don
Bosco believed that placing youths in
safe surroundings with good influences
removes the likelihood of their
committing sin. That encourages
responsible independence.

“Always gentle and prudent.” It
was his experience that “gentle but
firm” or “quiet but stern” were

more effective in discipline than
anger or violence, The
educator must strive to make
himself loved by his
pupils, if he wishes to
obtain their respect and
obedience.

“Never ... correct in
public,” To Don Bosco,
punishments were a last
resort and done in private

when it is more likely to
have the child’s full
attention. Never
humiliate a youngster.
“A humble prayer to God
is much more useful...” Don

Bosco encouraged drawing on
God’s grace. The Holy Spirit speaks
to our children’s hearts in ways we
can't. Inviting God into our
challenges might turn what could
have been a fall-out into a
breakthrough.
