4lb. pork roast (both 
boneless & bone-in work)

2 ½ tsp. table salt

1 Tbsp. ground black 

pepper

1 tsp. dried oregano

1 lg onion, diced

5 garlic cloves (or 5 tsp. 
minced garlic)

4 Tbsp. lime juice

½ c. orange juice

1 c. chicken broth

2 bay leaves

Pat the pork dry with a paper towel. In a small bowl, 

combine salt, pepper, and oregano and rub the pork all 

over with the seasoning. 

In the slow cooker, combine chopped onion, garlic, lime 

juice, orange juice, broth, and bay leaves. Add in the pork 

and cook on high for 5 hours or on low for 7-8.

Once finished, remove the pork from the slow cooker and 

shred with two forks. 

To get crispy edges, transfer the shredded pork to a baking 

sheet. Pour ½ cup of the pork juices to the top of the meat 

and broil for 5-7 minutes, or until golden brown.

Serve with fresh fried or toasted tortillas, shredded cheese, 

and one of Homestead’s ready to serve salsas (perhaps the 

corn or pineapple salsa, yum!).
