1. Completed application form 

2. One letter of recommendation (sent directly to isptsa-scholarship@isptsa.org from teacher/community member 

providing the letter of recommendation) by the application deadline Friday May 27,2022 

3. Essays addressing all three questions from the Essay Questions section   

4. Please submit a copy of application, essays, and letter of recommendation in pdf format and include 

your last name in the naming convention of the documents  
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Essay Questions (limit to two typed pages in total): 
1. Describe your activities and interests at International School.  How have you contributed to the IS community? 

2. Describe your activities and involvement in the community such as volunteer work and part-time jobs. 

3. What plans do you have for your future?   

 

 

ISPTSA will make award decisions based on the following criteria through written essay: 
1. Strong impact on the International School community and/or broader community  

2. Clear articulation of future educational and/or career goals 

3. Demonstration of outstanding academic achievement throughout high school years
