The Albany State University family mourns the passing of Ronald D. Wood, former Golden Rams
football student-athlete, devoted alumnus, and lifelong supporter of Albany State Athletics.

Mr. Wood played running back for Albany State College from 1966–1970, earning his degree in
Business Administration in 1970. He was later inducted into both the Albany State University
Sports Hall of Fame (2000) and the National Alumni Association Hall of Fame (2014) in
recognition of his lasting impact on the university.

A proud member of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc., Mr. Wood remained deeply connected to
Albany State throughout his life. He served as a life member of the ASU National Alumni
Association, contributed to the ASU Foundation Board, and was a founding member of the ASU
